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These are consolidated appeals from a judgment of conviction 

and an order denying a motion for a new trial. Eighth Judicial District 

Court, Clark County; Kathy A. Hardcastle, Judge. Appellant has filed a 

motion to dismiss these appeals pursuant to a plea agreement in another 

case. Counsel represents that the consequences of dismissing these 

appeals have been explained to appellant and that appellant understands 

those consequences. Cause appearing, the motion is granted and we 

ORDER these appeals DISMISSED.'
