t.AS VEGAS (AP) - Ajudge saidThursdaythatbillionaire casinomagnateandLasVegasnewspaperownerSheldonAdelsoncan bequestionedfor up
to 49 hoursbeginning.nextweekby lawyersfor a former Macaucasinoexecutivewho claimshewaswrongly fired in 2010.

A lawyer for formerSandsChinachiefexecutiveStevenJacobssaid in courtthatheexpectsan attemptby Adelsonand his lawyersto disruptthe
sworndepositionin an effort to scuttleplansto beginthe long-awaitedcivil trial June27. The questionIngwon’t be In opencourt.

•‘We will startwith Mr. Adelson,andthentherewill be a blow-up in anattemptto obstructthis depositionso it cannotbe done,’Jacobs’attorney,
Todd Bice, told Clark CountyDistrict CourtJudgeElizabethGonzalez.

Outsidecourt, Bice saidhe believesits clearthatAdelsonand lawyersfor LasVegasSandsandSandsChina Ltd. wanta delay.

Jacobshasalsobeenundergoingdaysof pretrial questioningby attorneysfor Adelson,Las VegasSandsCorp. andSandsChina Ltd.

Jacobscontendshe wasfired by AdelsonandLasVegasSandsin an attemptto coverup improperactivitiesby thecompanyin theChinese
gamblingendaveof Macau.

AdelsonandSandsdenywrongdoing.

Attorneysfor Adelsonandthe companiesdeclinedto commentoutsfdecourt. A spokesmanfor Las VegasSandsdidn’t immediatelyrespondto
Bice’s claim aboutdelayingtactics.

Therewasno talk in thecourtroomabouta ruling Wednesdayby Chief Clark CountyDistrict CourtJudgeDavid BarkerkeepingGonzalezon the
case.But a statementfrom SandsLas Vegassaidthecompanywill appealBarker’sruling to theNevadaSupremeCourt.

It would be the 12th pretrial Issuetakento the statehigh court, and it alsocould delaytrial if thejusticesordera halt to proceedingspendinga
decision.

The casehasalsospawnedseveralrelatedcases,Including a defamationclaim anda federallawsuitflIed last monthbyJacobs,

Attorneysfor Las VegasSandshavearguedIn thestatecourtcasethatGonzalezshouldbedisqualifiedfor “personaldealingswith thepress”and
for lettlngJacobs’lawyersmakeinquiriesabouttheAdelsonfamily buying the Las VegasReview-Journalnewspaperin December,

GonzalezhasIssuedstatementsdenyingbias.Shefiled a documentlastweekdeclaringshe“will continueto befair andImpartial towardall parties
In this case.”

The purchaseof the Review-Journalcameweeksafterseveralreporterswereassignedby then-ownersGatehouseMedia LLC to investigate
Gonzalezandtwo otherLasVegasJudgesnot involved in Adelsori litigation.

No storyappearedIn the Review-Journal,but a small Connecticutnewspaperheadedby an executiveaffilIated with Gatehousepublisheda story
aboutspecializedbusinesscourtsthatcriticized Gonzalezfor “inconsistent”and”coritradlctory”rulings.

TheJudgehasclashednumeroustimeswith Adeisonlawyersin theJacobscase.

Shesanctionedthelegal teamlastyearfor “misrepresentationsandlack of candorandfailing to turn overdocuments.Theywereorderedto pay
$250,000to legal charitiesand covercourtcostsincurredbyJacobsin thedocumentbattle.

GonzalezalsoadmonishedAdelsonduring his testimonyin opencourt lastyearfor not answeringa routinequestionfrom Jacobs’lawyers.

Thejudgetold Adelsonhe didn’t getto arguewith her.

A disgracedConnecticutnewspaperownerassociatedwith casinomogul SheldonAdelson’srecentpurchase
of the Review-Journalhasemergedasa figure in a Tong-runninglawsuit that involvesallegationsthatAdelson
toleratedorganizedcrime ties at his propertiesin Macau.

In a depositionMonday,Adelson’sson-in-law, PatrickDumont, refusedto answeranyquestionsabout
contactwith Michael Schroeder,ownerof CentralConnecticutCommunications.Dumont, vice presidentof
financeandstrategyfor LasVegasSandsCorp.,was being questionedby a lawyer representingSteven
Jacobs,a former-Sandsexecutivein Macauwho allegeshewaswrongfully, terminatedfor trying to distance
Sandsfrom illegal activities in the Chinesegamingcity.

Dumont’s lawyer on Mondayblockedquestionsregardinganydiscussionhis client may havehad aboutthe
casewith Schroeder,who in Decemberwasbriefly named“manager”of the Review-Journal.

Schroeder’srole in theAdelsonfamily’s. RJ purchaseis significantbecauseoneof his Connecticut
newspaperspublisheda long article thatwascritical of Clark County District JudgeElizabethGonzalez,who
is presidingovertheJacobscase.The article borea falsenameassociatedwith Schroeder.

At aboutthesametime, threeRJ reporterswereorderedby GateHouseMedia,thepaper’sformerowner, to
monitor Gonzalezand two otherjudgesin LasVegas.No explanationwasevergiven for theassignment,
which cameasthe saleof the paperanda contractfor continuedGateHousemanagementwasbeing
finalized.” . . - , ‘ .

Legaland mediaethicistshavespeculatedthatthe article in Connecticutand thejudicial monitoring in Las
Vegaswere relatedto efforts byAdelson’sattorneysto haveGonzalezremovedfrom the case.

JUDGEAPPROVESQUESTIONS .

At a court hearingTuesdaymorning,Gonzalezsaid Dumont’s lawyer, HershKozlov of New Jersey,had acted
“inappropriately”underNevadalaw when he directedhis client not to answerquestionsaboutdiscussing
Jacobsor his wrongful terminationcasewith Schroeder.

“I haveoverruledandstrickenanydirection not to answer,”thejudge said.

AttorneyTodd Bice, who representsJacobs,posedthe depositionquestionsregardingSchroeder,who has
acknowledgedthat heassigned,editedand publishedthe Dec. 2 story that criticized Gonzalez’shandlingof
the wrongful terminationcase.

The story, which appearedin his New Britain Herald,hasraisedeyebrowsbecauseAdelson’sfamily
purchasedthe Review-Journalon Dec. 10 through its Delaware-domiciledNews + Media CapitalGroupand
installedSchroederasa “manager.”The storycontainedplagiarizedpassagesand made-upquotes,andwas
publishedunderthe pseudonymEdwardClarkin. -

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DumontorchestratedtheAdelsonfamily’s purchaseof the newspaper:

The Review-Journalobtaineda copyof 136-pagerough transcriptof the Mondaydepositionfrom the District
Courtclerk’s office.

During the deposition,DumontdenieddiscussingJacobsor his casewith anyonein the media. I-fe specifically
denieddiscussingthecasewith Review-JournalPublisherJasonTaylor andGateHouseMedia CEO Kirk
Davis.

But a questionaboutwhetherDumonthad discussedthe litigation or Jacobswith Schroederpromptedthe
first objectionfrom Kozlov.

“I don’t want to interfere,but I’m trying to understandthe implication of your questionwith regardto shield law
privileges,” Kozlov told Bice. “So I understandthat thereis Mr. Schroederwho is a journalistwho hascertain
privilegesin the stateof Connecticut.Are you inquiring of anycommunicationunderthatthat might be
encompassedby sucha privilege?”

Shield laws generallyhelp protectreportersfrom beingforced to revealconfidentialsources.

“I don’t believeanyshield privilege that I’m awareof would apply to Mr. Dumont,” Bice replied. “... Might apply
to a reporterwho can invoke the privilege to avoid answeringquestions,but peoplethatcommunicatewith
them canhot.”

Kozlov later told Rice he consideredthe questionirrelevantand “beyond the scopeof the deposition.”

In courton Tuesday,Gonzalezsaid Nevadalaw allows an attorneyto instructa witnessnot to answera
depositionquestiononly in light of privileg&or harassment.

For instance,attorney-clientprivilege protectscommunicationbetweenan attorneyand client from being
disclosedwithout the client’s permission.Dumontcited that privilege in decliningto answerseveralquestions
during his deposition. -

Basedon Kozlov’s advice,Dumontalsodeclinedto answera questionaboutwhetherhe had participatedin
drafting any newsstoriesaboutJacobsor his lawsuit, andanotherquestionaboutwhetherLasVegasSands
Corp. had takenanydisciplinaryactionagainsthim concerninghis activitieswith Schroeder.

JACOBSFIRING

Jacobs,former presidentand CEO of SandsChina,filed his lawsuit in 2010againstSandsChina Ltd., Las
VegasSandsCorp. andAdelsonhimself. Jacobsclaims Dumontwasinvolved in his termination.

The lawsuitalso includesa defamationclaim. Jacobshasaccusedthe defendantsof waging“a public
relationscampaignto smearandspreadlies about” him.

At the MondaydepositionBice arguedthat communicationwith newsmediaaboutJacobsshould be “fair
game”becauseit “may very well demonstrateadditionalmalicethat relatesto thedefamationclaim.”

In March, Gonzalezorderedhefty sanctionsagainstSandsChinafor improperlywithholding documentsin the
case.

SandsChinaalsohasaskedfor the caseto be reassignedto a differentjudge,arguingin a motion that
Gonzalez’srulings “continueto evidencethis jurist’s biasandhostility toward defendantsandfurthercalls into

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questionher ability to presideoverthis caseasan impartial judicial officer.’

The NevadaSupremeCourt deniedthe requestin November.Thecaseis scheduledfor trial in June.

At Tuesday’shearing,Kozlov arguedthat Gonzalezshould recuseherselffrom ruling on mattersrelatedto
newsarticlesabouther. Thejudgetold Kozlov to file a motion if he thinks sheshould refrain from ruling on an
issue.

GonzalezoverruledKozlov’s instructionsto DumontregardingquestionsaboutSchroederbut stoppedshort
of orderingDumontto answerthequestions.Shesaid future disputesthat involve askingDumontwhetherhe
discussedthe Jacobslitigation with newsmediawould first go to the discoverycommissionerandthen, if
appealed,to District JudgeJenniferToghatti.

Bice told the Review-Journalthat Dumont’sdepositioncontinuedTuesday,andthereweren’t anycalls to any
judges.”He would not saywhetherDumonthadansweredany of the questionshe had refusedto answer
Monday.

AttorneyStephenPeek,who representsLasVegasSandsandSandsChina,could not be reachedfor
commentafterTuesday’shearing.

Falloutfrom theAdelsonfamily’s Decemberpurchaseof the LasVegasReview-Journaland its relationship
with ConnecticutnewspaperpublisherMichael SchroedersurfacedTuesdaymorning in District Court in the
bruisingwrongful terminationlawsuit filed by formerSandsMacaucasinoexecutiveSteveJacobs.

The accusationsaregettingso ugly I’d suggestSchroederconsiderchanginghis name,but look at all the
troublehe got into the last time he tried that.

Underthe pseudonym“Edward Clarkin,” Schroederpublisheda story Dec. 2 in his New Britain Herald
newspaperthat focusedgenerallyon businesscourtbut specificallyand inaccuratelyattackedDistrict Judge
ElizabethGonzalezin far-awayClark County.The article by our man in Connecticutwas lardedwith arguably
plagiarizedmaterialandquestionablesourcing.It alsofailed to mentionSchroederwasmanagerof the
limited liability companythatwaspurchasingthe Review-Journal.

Gonzalezwasn’tjust anysmearedjudge.She’salsothe presidingjudgein the Jacobslawsuit, which accuses
Las VegasSandsand multibillionaire gamingtitan SheldonAdelsonof wrongful terminationandfailing to
heedtheformer executive’swarningsaboutpolitical influence-peddlingand doing businesswith Triad
connecteJjunketcompanies.Adelsonhasvehementlydeniedthe allegationsand hascalledJacobsa
“delusional” incompetentwho wasfired in 2010for a long list of failings, but the accusationshavefueled an
investigationby the U.S. Departmentof Justiceinto whetherSandsviolatedAmericanbribery laws.

Adelson’sson-in-lawPatrickDumont, LasVegasSands’seniorvice presidentof financeandstrategy,
orchestratedthe $140 million purchaseof the Review-Journal.On Tuesday,JudgeGonzalezruled that
Dumontis compelledto answerquestionsabouthis relationshipwith Schroederand thatjournalistichit piece,
which by now hasbeendenouncedevenby its authorasan unprofessionalpieceof hackwork.

Nevadalaw allows little wiggle room for reluctantwitnessesin depositions.

“Everybody in the room, andthere’sa lot of peoplein the room right now, knowstherearetwo basesin
Nevadathatyou can instructthe witnessnot to answer:harassmentand privilege,” Gonzalezsaid.“That’s it.”

DumontattorneyHershKozlov attemptedto persuadeGonzalezto recuseherselffrom decidingthe matter
becauseshe’sa key subjectof the critical article.At the very least, it wasa cleverway to accomplish
somethingattorneysfor LasVegasSandsappearto havedesiredfor severalyears— call into questionthe
judge’sobjectivity.

“I suggestto thecourtwith respectand with reluctance,the court could not andshouldnot interject itself in
newsarticlesinvolving the court,” Kozlov said,noting that Dumont isn’t a partyto the lawsuit. “The court
shouldrecuseon thatmatter.This court, with respectyour honor, shouldnot put itself in position of orderinga

“Your honor, Mr. Dumont,with all duerespectto Mr. Dumont, simply got caught,”Bice said, readingfrom
depositiontestimonyin which DumontdenieddiscussingJacobsand the litigation with anyonein the media.
That included,accordingto Bice, denialsof conversationswith Review-JournalPublisherJasonTaylor and
GateHouseMedia CEO Kirk Davis. Review-Journalreportershad beenorderedto monitor Gonzalezand two
otherjudgesprior to the sale.

Bice continued,“Have you discussedthis litigation with anyonein the media?Answer, ‘No.’ He answered
both of thosequestionsno, your honor.Then when I startedto go into individuals in the media,he originally
claimedhe didn’t speakto Mr. Taylor. He said he didn’t speakto an individual namedKirk Davis. Thenwhen I
got to Michael Schroeder,your honor, then of coursethe avalanchefrom counselstartsto obstructthe
deposition.”

Dumonthasonly beenassociatedwith the local newspapera few weeksand he’s alreadyhaving his sources
and motivationsquestioned.Hey, welcometo the newspaperracket,Mr. Dumont.

JudgeGonzalezcarvedoutwhatsheobviouslythoughtwasan ethicaland professionalplan to compel
Dumont’sdepositiontestimonywhile avoiding a possibleconflict and moredelaysin the lengthylitigation. She
instructedDumontto answerquestionsrelatedto Jacobswith any inquiriesfocusedon the litigation going first
to a discoverycommissionerand then, presumingthere’san appeal,to experiencedDistrict JudgeJennifer
Togliatti.

This failed to soothethe expressedconcernsof attorneysfor Sandsand Dumont.Theypromisedto file their
recusalmotion.

Although Schroeder’sno iongerassociatedwith the Review-Journal,it’s now clearthatwe haven’theardthe
lastof our man in Connecticut.

Adelsonwantedsomethingelse.His teamsuggesteda specifickind ofapologyto bemadein court.Theoffer initially
arrived,Smithsays,througha rabbi.

Accordingto Smith,Adelsonwould dropthe suit, if”l would admit that I meantto malignhim, and libel him, andpaida
[one] dollarjudgment,which would haveendedmy career.”

“And heof courseknewthat,” Smithsays.

Adelson’srepresentativessweetenedthedeal:He wouldplace$200,000in an accountfor the Smith family’s medicalbills,
Smith says,aslong asthereporterdid not tell hisbosses.

Instead,Smith filed for bankruptcy.In courtdocuments,ajudgecitedmorethan$200,000in legal fesandmedicalbills
thatSmith could notpay.

“We just soldieredon,” Smithsays.

A spokesmanfor Adelsonon newspaperissuesreferredquestionsto his corporateexecutivesat LasVegasSandsCorp.

“Las VegasSandsoperatesin an extremelycompetitiveandregulatedindustry,which requirescompletetransparencyand
thehighestethicalstandards,”saysRonReese,seniorvicepresidentfor globalcommunicationsat.LasVegasSands.“In
short,Mr. Adelson’sreputationmeanseverything— especiallyin this business.”

Adelson’sownershipofnewspaperpropertiesdoesnot diminishthe importanceof that fact,Reesesays.

“Whetherit’s carelessreportingormaliciouspolitical attacksthat impugnhis reputation,he frankly hasan obligationto
thecompany’sshareholdersandthe 50,000employeesofthis companyto settherecordstraight.”

After severalyears,Adelsondroppedthe libel suit againstSmith. It wasdismissedwith prejudice,which meansit cannot
berevived.

TakingOn OtherJournalistsIn Court

In 2013,Adelsonsueda Wall StreetJournalreporterin Hong Kong,KateO’Keeffe, for describinghim as“foul-mouthed”
in anarticleabouta lawsuitallegingcorruptionin his Macaucasinos,oneofthekey driversofhis wealth.Though
Adelsonsuedthe reporterasan individual, anddid not includeheremployer,theJournaldefendedherin court.

In court filings, theJournalsuggestedan “ulterior motive” ofAdelson’slawsuitwasto get O’Keeffe pulledoffthebeat.
The newspaper’slawyersciteda telephoneconversationin which Reese,the Sandsexecutive,askedaJournaleditor
whethershewould bereassigned.

ReesetellsNPRthathebelievesmanyfair-mindedpeoplewouldaskwhetherO’Keeffe nowhasaconflict of interestin
coveringthecompany.(The ColumbiaJournalismReviewreacheda different conclusion.)

O’Keeffe andherattorneydeclinedto commentfor this story.ColleenSchwartz,a spokeswomanfor theJournal’sparent
company,Dow Jones,saysO’Keeffe hasbeenkepton thebeatthroughouttheproceedingsandreceiveda promotion,
thoughshewill soonmoveto the newspaper’sbureauin Washington,D.C.

As ajudgewrote in court,Adelsonalsowon an apologyandlegal feesfrom Britain’s Daily Mail.

ReachOfAdelson’sInterests

Adelson’sphilanthropyandpolitical interestsspanlocal,nationalandinternationalaffairs..Inthe2012electioncycle,the
investigativereportingorganizationProPublicafoundthatAdelsonandhis wife spentat least$98 million to aid various
Republicancandidates,especiallypolitical actioncommitteesfavoringNewt GingrichandMitt Romncy.The true figure
maybe far larger,ProPublicareported.

Adelsonalsohasbeenan advocatefor Israel,especiallythehawkishstanceofPrimeMinisterBenjaminNetanyahu.
Adelsoncreateda freenewspaper,IsraelHayom,which hasbecomethelargestcirculatingnewspaperin Israel,sometimes
called ‘73Ibi-ton, “a play onNetanyahu’snicknameandtheHebrewword for newspaper. -

“It hasnot only hadan impactstokingright-wing politics, but alsoon media,”JaneEisner,editor-in-chiefoftheJewish
publicationTheForward,tellsNPRin anemail. “It [poses]a directeconomicchallengeto otheroutlets,who afterall,
haveto chargefor theirproduct.’

FutureOf The ‘Review-Journal’

FormerReview-JournaleditorHengelsayscolumnistSmithhasalwaysbeenfearlessin thepast— andremainsso.Under
thenewownership,Smithhasweighedin severaltimesaboutAdelsonandhis executives.

Reese,the-Sandsexecutive,saysAdelson’sownershipofnewspaperpropertiesdoesnotcolorhis drive to protecthis
reputation.Reesewould not addresswhatthe fhtureholdsfbr theReview-Journal.

But, he adds,“I knowI sawa JohnL. Smithcolumnin thenewspaperyesterday,so I wouldjust leaveit at that.”

Taylor, theReview-Journalpublisher,startedto smooththe watersby naminga newactingeditor GlennCook. As the
paper’seditorialpageeditor,Cookhadwritten critically of thesecrecyinitially cloakingthepaper’spurchase.

Lastweek,Cook announcedtherewouldbemoneyto rehiremorereporters.After sessionswith reporters,Cookunveileda
detailedpolicy spellingout exactlyhowtheReview-Journalwill coverAdelson,with anemphasison full disclosureof
his interests.

Thepaperwill still bemanagedby its previousownersat Gatellouse.

A trial in the caseis scheduledto beginJune27. If Gonzalezis removed,the long-runningcasecould seea
lengthydelaywhile a newjudgegetsup to speed.In November,the NevadaSupremeCourt rejecteda
requestto reassignthe caseto a differentjudge.

StevenJacobs,former presidentand CEO of SandsChina Ltd., filed the lawsuit shortlyafter he wasfired in
2010.DefendantsincludeLasVegasSands;SheldonAdelson,the company’schairmanand CEO; and Sands
China.Jacobsclaimshe wasterminated“for blowing the whistle on improprietiesandplacingthe interestsof
shareholdersabovethoseof Adelson.”

The latestattemptto removeGonzalezfrom thecasecomeson the heelsof a Jan.12 court hearingrelated
to the depositionof Adelson’sson-in-law,Patrick Dumont. During his depositionthe previousday, Dumont
had refusedto answeranyquestionsaboutcontactwith Michael Schroeder,thedisgracedConnecticut
newspaperownerassociatedwith theAdelsonfamily’s recentpurchaseof the LasVegasReview-Journal.
Dumontorchestratedthe purchase.

Gonzalezruled that Dumont’s lawyer had acted”inappropriately”underNevadalaw when he directedhis
client not to answerquestionsaboutwhetherhe had discussedJacobsor his wrongful terminationcasewith
Schroeder.Dumont’sdepositioncontinuedafterthe Jan.12 hearing.

Lawyersfor Las VegasSandsincludedmorethan a dozennewsarticles in their recentmotion for
disqualification.The articlesappearedthe previousmonth in local, nationaland internationalpublications.

“From at leastNovember30, 2015, until the presentday, this casehasbeenthe subjectof saturatedmedia
coveragepromptedby a changein ownershipof the LasVegasReview-Journal,which hasno bearingon the
resolutionof StevenC. Jacobs’sclaim thathewaswrongfully terminatedfrom employmentin Macau in July
2010,” accordingto the motion.

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SandslawyersarguedthatGonzalez’scommentsto the press“have becomepartof the saturatedcoverage.”

The recentnewscoverage,combinedwith thejudge’srecentcomments,would lead a “reasonableperson”to
believethatshe“has a direct, certain,and immediateinterestin mediacoverageof this lawsuit,” accordingto
the motion.

Sandslawyersalsocited Gonzalez’srulings on the Dumontdeposition.

“The courtappearsinterestedin learningthe answersto thequestionsthatarecontested,thussuggesting
the court’s personalinterestin the subjectmatter,” theywrote.

Oneof Schroeder’sConnecticutnewspaperson Nov. 30 publishedan article thatwascritical of Gonzalez.
The authorof the plagiarized,partially fabricatedarticle wasEdwardClarkin, a pseudonym.The article was
publishedaboutthe sametime threeRJ reporterswereorderedby GateHouseMedia, the newspaper’s
formerowner, to monitor Gonzalezandtwo otherjudges.

In herdeclaration,filed Friday, Gonzalezacknowledgedrespondingto two mediarequestsfor comment
aboutthe RJ’s courtroommonitoring— onefrom the Review-Journalitself, the otherfrom Time magazine.
Shesaid both publicationscorrectlyreflect thatshe“did not discussa particularlitigant or case.”

The Dec. 18 RJ reportsaid, “When contactedfor commentThursday,Gonzalezsaid only thatshedidn’t mind
reportersor anyoneelsesitting in hercourtroom,which is opento the public, but declinedto commentfurther
becausethe issueinvolvespendingcases.”

The judgespecificallydeniedreadingany articles“ostensiblyauthoredby Mr. Clarkin in theConnecticut
papers.”

“I haveandwill continueto be fair and impartial toward all partiesin this case,”Gonzalezwrote.

Las VegasSandsCorp. spokesmanRon Reesedeclinedcommentfor this article. Jacobs’attorneyTodd Bice
could not be reachedfor comment.

David Barker,who hasnot yet ruled on the motion for disqualification,hasindicatedhewill rule on Jacobs’
new motion by Feb.4.

Meanwhile,Gonzalezhassuspendedall hearingsin the case,which is setfor trial June27.

When askedfor comment,Las VegasSandsCorp. spokesmanRon Reesepointedto an oppositionfiling
submittedFriday by the company’slawyers,who arguethatJacobs’motion lacksmerit. The documentalso
notesthatthe NevadaSupremeCourt has“repeatedlycondemnedthe practice”of filing a motion to strike
anothermotion.

CraigA. Moon, theR-J’s newpublisher,saidin an interview thathewould work for the companybackedby
family membersof casinomagnateSheldonAdelsonandhis wife, Miriam, who purchasedthenewspaper
lastmonth.

Moon, who led Gannett’sflagshippublicationfor six yearsbeforeretiring in 2009, saidhe would oversee
both thenews andeditorial staffs,but that therewould be a separationbetweennewsandopinion operations
to ensureunbiasedreporting.He saidhe did not believetheAdelsonfamily wantedto interferewith the
news.

“I havemetwith the family multiple times,” Moon said. “Their interesthasbeenstrictly alongthe lines of:
‘We think this newspaperhasbeenbetterthanit is today. And we would like to makeit better.”

He addedthat thepaper,which is hiring for severalpositions,would investin investigativereportingand
data-drivenjournalism.He saidheplannedto starttheprocessof building a “world-classnewmedia
company.”Thepaperexpectsto namean editor in lessthantwo weeks,Moon added.

Thesaleof the R-J in Decemberwas shroudedin secrecyfor severaldaysbeforemembersof the Adelson
family confirmedtheyhadpurchasedthepaperandrelatedpublicationsfor $140million.

Almost immediately,newsroomstaffersraisedconcernsaboutinterferencefrom Adelson.Thoseconcerns
wereonly heightenedafter thepaperreportedthata consultantfor the ownership’slimited-liability company
hadpublishedan article in his Connecticutpapercritical of ajudgehandlinga caseinvolving Adelson’s
businessinterests.The articlewas bylinedby an authorwho appearednot to exist.

TheyalsoexpressedconcernsaboutGateHouseMedia, the former owner. GateHouseMediaemployeeshad
assignedthreeR-Jreportersto monitorjudges.Oneof thejudgeswho theret,ortersmonitoredwas
presidingover theAdelsoncase.

The R-J’s outgoingpublisher,JasonTaylor, is a GateHouseMediaemployee.

“It’s up to meto managetheproperties,”Moon said.

Although thenewspaperstill hasa managementagreementwith GateHouseMedia, Moon expectsit to
morphover time into a servicesagreement,as he evaluatesthe different resourcesGateHouseprovides.

He citedtwo examplesof this shifting arrangement.Onewas thedecision,beforehetook control, for theR
3 to bring backits internal designandcopy-editingteamsratherthanoutsourcingthemto GateHouse.A
secondexamplehe citedwas his appointment,sayingthe ownerswantedto install their own publisher.

Someof theservicesGateHousemight providecould beaccounting,payroll or a circulationsystem.

Moon alreadyexercisedhis authorityThursdayby removinga disclosureon thepaper’sthird page,next to
its masthead,thatoutlinedthe Adelsons’ interestsin everythingfrom Sandsto a local privateschool.

“I thoughtthatwas overkill,” Moon said.

He arguedthatmostnewspaperownershaveotherfmancial interestsanddo not disclosethemeveryday. He
rattledoff a list that includedAmazonCEOJeffBezos,who owns the WashingtonPost,andGlen Taylor, a
formerRepublicanlegislatorwho owns the MinnesotaTimberwolvesandtheMinneapolisStar-Tribune.On
a case-by-casebasis,thepaperwill keeppostingdisclosureson storiesrelatedto Adelson.

“What we’re looking for is anewsreportthat is accurate,that is fully vettedandis fair,” saidMoon, who
workedat Gannettfor nearly30 years.“When we havestoriesthathavea perceivedinterestfor theAdelson
family or for the Sands•or for any of their otherentities,we will put on a disclosure.”

But he fully anticipatesthat the Adelsonfamily will expressits opinionson theeditorial page.As owners,
they canexpresstheir views on thatpage,he said,noting the family’s strongopinionson manysubjects.

“We’re going to portraythoseopinions,”Moon said.

In additionto USA Today,Moon was publisherof four otherpapersin theGannettchain, includingthe
Tennesseanandthe ArkansasGazette.

“I understandthatownershiptransitionscancreatequestionsamongstaffandreadersalike,” Moon saidin
the statement.“I intendto answerthesequestionswith my actions— actionsthat will demonstratemy
commitmentto theR-J, to thepeoplewho work here,andto the communitywe all serve.”

Clark CountyDistrict JudgeElizabeth.Gonzalezwill retain control overa civil caseinvolving a SandsChina
executivewho wasfired in 2010,the court’s chiefjudgeruled Friday.

The ruling by Chief District JudgeDavid Barkerfollows a Jan.13 motion by defendantLas VegasSandsCorp
to disqualify Gonzalez.It wasthe latestof severalattemptsto removeGonzalezfrom the long-runningcase.

“Defendantpresentsno evidenceJudgeGonzalezhasactualbiasor implied biaseither in favor of or against
any party to this action,” Barkerwrote in Friday’s six-pageorder.

In its motion, LasVegasSandscited ‘recent intensified mediacoverageof the lawsuit” asoneof the “new
grounds”for requestingthejudge’sdisqualification.

“After yearsof apparentsilence,the courthasrespondedto that mediacoverageby contributingto the
coverage,”accordingto the motion. “That participationraisesdoubtsaboutthe court’s impartiality and
objectivity.”

Gonzalezrespondedwith a declarationin which shedenied“a biastowardor prejudiceagainst”LasVegas
Sands.

Meanwhile,Gonzalezsuspendedall hearingsin the caseuntil Barkerruled on the matter.A trial is scheduled
to begin June27.

“We aresurprisedand very disappointedthatJudgeBarkerdeniedour motion to disqualifyJudgeGonzalez
beforewe had evenhad an opportunityto addressthe statementsmadein her affidavit — which wasthe
affidavit he ultimatelyusedto denyour motion,” Las VegasSandsspokesmanRon Reesesaid in a
statement. V

StevenJacobs,former presidentand CEO of SandsChina Ltd., filed the wrongful terminationlawsuit shortly
after hewasfired after nine monthsasthe headof the company’soperationsin China.Defendantsinclude
LasVegasSands;SheldonAdelson,thecompany’schairmanandCEO; and SandsChina.Jacobsclaims he
wasterminated“for blowing the whistle on improprietiesand placing the interestsof shareholdersabove
thoseof Adelson.”

In November,the NevadaSupremeCourtalsorejecteda requestto assignthe caseto a differentjudge.

The latestattemptto removeGonzalezcameon the heelsof a Jan.12 court hearingrelatedto the deposition
of Adelson’sson-in-law,Patrick Dumont. During his depositionthe previousday, Dumonthad refusedto
answeranyquestionsaboutcontactwith Michael Schroeder,the disgracedConnecticutnewspaperowner
associatedwith theAdelsonfamily’s recentpurchaseof the LasVegasReview-Journal.Dumontorchestrated
the purchase.

Gonzalezruled that Dumont’s lawyer had acted“inappropriately”underNevadalaw whenhe directedhis

Lawyersfor Las VegasSandsincludedmore than a dozennewsarticlesin their recentmotion for
disqualification.The articlesappearedthe previousmonth in local, nationaland internationalpublications.

“From at leastNovember30, 2015, until the presentday, this casehasbeenthe subjectof saturatedmedia
coveragepromptedby a changein ownershipof the Las VegasReview-Journal,which hasno bearingon the
resolutionof StevenC. Jacobs’sclaim that he waswrongfully terminatedfrom employmentin Macau in July
2010,” accordingto the motion.

SandslawyersarguedthatGonzalez’scommentsto the press“have becomepartof the saturatedcoverage.”

Adelson’sfamily purchasedthe Review-Journalon Dec. 10 through its Delaware-domiciledNews + Media
Capital Group.

The recentnewscoverage,combinedwith thejudge’srecentcomments,would lead a “reasonableperson”to
believethatshe“has a direct, certain,and immediateinterestin mediacoverageof this lawsuit,” accordingto
the motion.

Oneof SchroedersConnecticutnewspaperson Nov. 30 publishedan article thatwascritical of Gonzalez.
The authorof the plagiarized,partially fabricatedarticle wasEdward Clarkin, a pseudonym.The article was
publishedaboutthe sametime threeRJ reporterswereorderedby GateHouseMedia, the newspaper’s
formerowner, to monitor Gonzalezandtwo otherjudges.

Gonzalezhasacknowledgedrespondingto two mediarequestsfor commentaboutthe RJ’s courtroom
monitoringbut saidshe“did not discussa particularlitigant or case.”In oneinstance,shesaid only that she’s
accustomedto having reportersin hercourtroom.

According to Friday’s order, LasVegasSandsfailed “to establishsufficientfactualgroundswarranting
disqualification.”

“This court finds thata reasonablepersonknowing all thefactswould not harborreasonabledoubtsabout
JudgeGonzalez’simpartiality with respectto any issuesraisedin defendant’smotion,” Barkerwrote.

On Jan.20, Jacobsfiled an emergencymotion thatsoughtto preventSandslawyersfrom further delayinghis
case.In it, he accusedLas VegasSandsof trying to “derail” his rights “through improperand unlawful
maneuvering.”

AttorneyTodd Bice, who representsJacobs,could not be reachedFriday.

2 procedurethat has been establishedto deal with issuesthat

3 relate solely to the litigation, which is for any dispute

4 relatedto questionsduring a deposition to go to Commissioner

5 Bulla and/or Judge Togliatti, I think is a fair procedureand

6 protects everyone’s interestsgiven the concerns that have

7 previously been expressed. However, there is no reasonfor me

8 to transfer issuesrelated to Jacobsto anyone else.

9 Anything else on that issue?

10 All right. If I could go to the motion to strike

11 Exhibit 887A. Mr. Jones.

12 MR. RANDALL JONES; Good morning, Your Honor.

13 THE COURT: They have a total of 10 minutes for all

14 their motions.

15 (Off-record colloquy - Law Clerk and Court)

16 THE COURT: How are you and Mr. Peek going to split

17 this up today?

18 MR. RANDALL JONES: Quickly. With that in mind,

19 Your Honor, it’s not relevant under NRS 48.015, not relevant

20 becausethe SupremeCourt told us it’s not relevant under --

21 becausethere’s no basis for finding a general jurisdiction as

22 it relates to Sands China Limited, my client. And, of course,

23 there’s -- we have a protective order, so our position is that

24 that document essentiallywould revert back to its statusas a

25 documentproduced in the case subject to confidentiality

13
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1 order. There’s no reason-- I mean, I think, as I recall,

2 even the Court’s statementsthat -- you indicated yourself

3 that it was limited -- “887A was used for the limited purpose

4 of assessinggeneral jurisdiction.” That’s at page 43 of the

5 transcript on December 15th of last year. I think you also

6 said, it was only reviewed in connectionwith the specific

7 issue of agency and sharedservices,which the SupremeCourt

8 said was part of the general jurisdiction. And so that’s our

9 position, Your Honor.

10 THE COURT: It’s part of our record. I’ve never

11 heard of anybody telling me after the fact to remove something

12 from the record after an appellatereview is done.

13 MR. RANDALL JONES: Well, I guess I would say it

14. this way. Not only is there always a first time, just because

15 you haven’t heard of it before, as we all know, that doesn’t

16 mean that’s not an appropriate-—

17 THE COURT: I’m not saying it’s not appropriate.

18 I’m just saying it’s the first time I’ve ever heard of this.

19 MR. RANDALL JONES: Your Honor, I’ve been doing this

20 longer than you have, and it’s the first time I’ve done it.

21 But it’s the first time I’ve had a circumstancewhere I

22 thought it was appropriate. So it just -- especiallywhen

23 we’re talking about this bulk exhibit that had, you know,

24 hundredsof pages and is full of confidential and highly

25 confidential documentsthat should not have been in the record

14
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1 in the first place from our perspective. And the Supreme

2 Court has now acknowledgedthat, and that’s what they ruled.

3 So that’s why we think that that’s -- it’s not appropriate.

4 If it came in at a hearing, as you ruled, it’s part

5 of the record in a hearing, but it --

6 THE COURT: Evidentiary hearing.

7 MR. RANDALL JONES: An evidentiaryhearing. But it

8 was our position that it should not have come in. And that

9 has been justified -- our position has been justified by the

10 SupremeCourt. And I don’t -- I guess I would ask the Court

11 why wouldn’t it be taken out. What would be the purpose of

12 leaving it in there if the Court didn’t rely upon it for its

13 decision that was upheld.

14 THE COURT: Well, I did rely upon it for my

15 decision.

16 MR. RANDALL JONES: Sure. No. That was upheld by

17 the SupremeCourt. In other words, the Supreme Court said,

18 no, that’s -- that is not a basis for jurisdiction. Specific

19 jurisdiction, sure. But that’s not what you relied on these

20 documentsfor, your decision on specific jurisdiction. If you

21 had, I would be arguing to maintain the confidentiality of

22 those documents.

23 So at a minimum we’ve askedalternatively that

24 especiallyunder these unique circumstancesthat you at least

25 maintain the confidentiality of these documents.

15
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1 THE COURT: So can I do a faliback position for you?

2 MR. RANDALL JONES: Sure.

3 THE COURT: I askedeight or nine months ago for

4 your office to tell me which particular portions of 887A you

5 wanted sealed.

6 MR. RANDALL JONES: Right.

7 THE COURT: I haven’t heard.

8 MR. RANDALL JONES: I thought -- you know what, Your

9 Honor, I thought we had submit that. I certainly will check

10 into that, becauseI know we spent a lot of time actually

11 trying to do that. So how that got lost in the mix

12 THE COURT: Well, I think there was a change in

13 strategy.

14 MR. RANDALL JONES: And it may be becausethe

15 SupremeCourt decision came down. I don’t recall. But I do

16 know that we startedthat processand we were very far into

17 that processat one point. And that you know, candidly,

18 with all that’s been going on lately, what exactly I did

19 severalmonths ago relatedto a different issue, I wouldn’t

20 want to say that we didn’t submit it. Becauseif you’re

21 telling me you don’t have it --

22 THE COURT: I don’t remember. But, remember, a lot

23 of stuff has happenedto me, too, not just in this case. I

24 have lots of other casesthat I deal with. So I don’t recall

25 ever in motion practice seeing the designationsfor purposes
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1 of sealingportions of Exhibit 887A, which is where I thought

2 we were going to go, as opposedto this motion, which is to

3 strike it after I’ve entereda decision in which I reviewed it

4 and relied upon at least parts of it.

5 MR. RANDALL JONES: Yeah. And again, Your Honor,

6 basedon the transcript, we looked at the transcript -- that’s

7 why we cited the transcripts. Becauseif you had relied on it

8 for specific jurisdiction, I wouldn’t have filed this motion.

9 And so it’s a unique circumstance. I’ve certainly never dealt

10 with this kind of situation before, and that’s why we filed

11 the motion the way we did. We also did alternativelyask that

12 it be held -- maintain its confidentiality even if you don’t

13 strike it becauseof the unique circumstances. And, as we all

14 know, if we go to trial, that’s a whole different situation.

15 And if documentscome in -- but at least in my experience,

16 Your Honor, I’ve never seen an exhibit come into evidencethe

17 way that exhibit came into evidence, either. We’ve put both

18 documents into evidence, but not over an objection like that

19 where there were virtually -- or most documentswere

20 designatedconfidential. So we would certainly ask the Court

21 for some considerationof this unique circumstanceand ask you

22 to maintain confidentiality. We don’t think that the public’s

23 interest as it relates to these documentsunder the

24 circumstancesoutweigh our clients’ right to privacy and

25 confidentiality of these documentsunder the particular
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1 circumstances.

2 THE COURT: Okay. Mr. Bice. Is this yours? Or Ms.

3 Spirielli?

4 MR. BICE: Your Honor, the requestis -- I think, as

5 Mr. Jones agrees, it’s extraordinary, and I think here’s the

6 problem with it. Let’s rememberhow we got to Exhibit 887A.

7 And it was essentiallythe product of the defendants,because

8 they insisted that -- remember when we had the jurisdictional

9 -- or the sanctionshearing, the first sanctionshearing, and

10 we offered a number of the redacteddocumentswith the

11 witnesses. When they went up on a writ to the Supreme Court

12 they tried to play up the fact that we did not spend days and

13 days and days using redacteddocumentswith the witnesses. So

14 when we had the jurisdictional hearing we were not going to

15 take that position or let them take that position again, which

16 is why we had to offer all of the redacteddocuments. And

17 that’s when the Court then made us go through the exerciseof

18 bringing in -- I don’t remember-- it was 50 or so individual

19 documentsthat we just pulled out of that bulk.

20 THE COURT: I made you do a random sample.

21 MR. BICE: Right. And --

22 THE COURT: It wasn’t random.

23 MR. BICE: Yeah, it wasn’t random. But to pull them

24 in and just show that the documentswere not essentially

25 usable in light of the redactions.
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1 That brings us to this point, Your Honor. Contrary

2 to Mr. Jones’sargument, the Court did rely upon thafl, and in

3 fact it was not, as they advertise, rejectedby the Supreme

4 Court. The Supreme Court upheld this Court’s sanctionsorder.

5 And remember the sanctionswere in fact noted by the Supreme

6 Court as an additional basis for the Court’s underlying

7 jurisdictional ruling on both general as well as specific

8 jurisdiction. And that fact was upheld by the SupremeCourt.

9 I do not believe that there is any legal authority that would

10 allow a Court to —- documentsthat were admitted and relied

11 upon and form part of the record to then be withdrawn from the

12 record after the fact. If they —- the Court has given then

13 ample opportunity to demonstrateunder the sealing procedures

14 set up by the Nevada Supreme Court to demonstratewhy these

15 particular documentson a document-by-documentbasis can be

16 sealed. They have declined to do that, and I don’t know how

17 many times we have been over here on this issue. But I would

18 submit that we’ve been here enough times now. I thank the

19 Court.

20 THE COURT: Mr. Jones, anything else on 887A?

21 MR. RANDALL JONES: Very briefly, Your Honor. First

22 of all, if this is not an extraordinaryrequest, it’s an

23 unusual request. And there’s a difference. Secondly, we’re

24 not asking about the 50 or so documentsthat were individually

25 marked and admitted. We’re asking about the bulk document
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1 887.

2 THE COURT: Well, no. You are, actually. You are

3 actually including those, becausethey’re part of 887A.

4 You’re asking me to strike 887A.

5 MR. RANDALL JONES; I thought they were separate

6 documents.

7 THE COURT: No, they weren’t. They were all part of

8 887A.

9 MR. RANDALL JONES: In any event -- in any event,

10 Your Honor, the Court clearly has the authority to do this.

11 Court under -- under our rules of evidenceCourt should not

12 admit nonrelevantdocuments,period. The SupremeCourt has

13 said those are not relevant to the Court’s findings. There is

14 no general jurisdiction over my client. Those documentswere

15 only admitted for the purposeo general jurisdiction. So

16 this Court has the authority and the discretion and the right

17 and the power, especiallyas indicatedby the Nevada Supreme

18 Court, to do this. So it’s inappropriateto leave them in as

19 a bulk exhibit. I believe they were improperly admitted in

20 the first instance. You disagreedwith us. The SupremeCourt

21 has now said those documentsare not relevant to the

22 jurisdiction in this case. If they’re not relevant --

23 THE COURT: They didn’t say that.

24 MR. RANDALL JONES; It did -- well, I -- Your Honor,

25 I don’t want to argue with the Court.
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1 THE COURT: Okay.

2 MR. RANDALL JONES: I believe that it certainly did

3 not find general jurisdiction.

4 THE COURT: Okay. Anything else you want to tell

5 me?

6 MR. RANDALL JONES: No, Your Honor.

7 THE COURT: The motion is denied with requeststo

8 strike Exhibit 887A. You may have four weeks to provide me

9 with a detailed listing of any documentswithin 887A for which

10 you are seeking sealing. That dcesn’t mean blanket

11 objections.

12 Okay. We have a motion on the consent related to

13 Mr. Jacobsand the MDPA.

14 MR. RANDALL JONES: Yes, Your Honor.

15 Your Honor, I think this is pretty straightforward.

16 We askedMr. Jacobsto sign a consentgoing back toOctoberof

17 2014. We asked repeatedsince October of this year again, and

18 Mr. Bice at least initially started-- indicated that he was

19 going to give us his proposedconsentbecausehe didn’t

20 apparentlylike the language in ours. And we followed up -- I

21 followed up myself and asked him several times if we were

22 going to get the consent and when we could see his proposed

23 language. I never saw it. And we think that it’s relevant

24 and appropriatethat he sign a consentunder the circumstances

25 of the case.
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1 THE COURT: Okay. So tell me why the form of

2 consent that you have submitted, which includes the following

3 language, “Notwithstanding my consent, the disclosureand

4 communicationof the above-mentionedrecords and emails to Las

5 Vegas Sands Corp. [unintelligible] shall at all times be

6 subject to the laws of Macau” --

7 MR. RANDALL JONES: Well, Your Honor, it’s because

8 it’s our understandingthat that is what is required for a

9 consentunder Macaneselaw, that’s why. We certainly didn’t

10 do it becausewe were trying to harassor cause a problem

11 for --

12 THE COURT: I’m just -- I was asking. When I went

13 through that was the page that I circled and marked on and had

14 to ask about --

15 MR. RANDALL JONES: Sure.

16 THE COURT: -- becausein reading it that was -- I

17 understoodconcernsbeing expressed.

18 MR. RANDALL JONES: That is the only reason, and

19 that is my understandingof what I’ve been told is required.

20 So I believe that is the same language-- I believe the same

21 languageof the other consents.

22 THE COURT: Okay. Thank you.

23 Mr. Bice.

24 MR. BICE: Yes, Your Honor. There’s more history

25 here about the consent issue, Your Honor, than we even knew
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1 when we initially opposedthis motion. And we learnedit in

2 Mr. Chum’s deposition, the 30(b) (6) deposition, or what we

3 were able to take of it last week, and that was, as the Court

4 will recall, this issue about the consentsand the alleged

5 inability to obtain consentsor the requirementsto obtain

6 consentsand what the law requires regarding theseconsents

7 has been banteredabout quite a bit in this case. Mr. Chum

8 revealedfor the first time at his deposition on behalf of the

9 company that back in 2011, despiteall of the representations,

10 including testimony offered by Sands China Limited as to their

11 not getting consentsfrom anyone regarding this case, Mr. Chum

12 admitted that the company had obtainedover 200 —- or

13 approximately200 consentsback in 2011. That fact was never

14 revealedto us, it wasn’t revealedto the Court, they haven’t

15 been producedin this case. We do not know what they say,

16 et cetera, et cetera, et cetera.

17 THE COURT: So can I stop you for a second.

18 MR. BICE: Yep.

19 THE COURT; Assume for a minute that I’m not going

20 to order your client to sign a consent that requireshim to be

21 subject to Macaneselaw for any purpose. Don’t you believe

22 that your client has waived any objection he may have had if

23 any privilege did exist by bringing this litigation related to

24 those documents?

25 MR. BICE: Yes.
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1 THE COURT: Okay.

2 MR. BICE: And we have never assertedthat.

3 THE COURT: Thank you.

4 MR. BICE: Right. But he should not --

5 THE COURT: I understandwhat you’re saying.

6 MR. BICE: Thank you.

7 THE COURT: Anything else, Mr. Jones?

8 MR. RANDALL JONES: Yes, Your Honor. I’ll only say

9 that to the extent that the Court -- it’s my understanding,as

10 I said before, it’s the same consent, form of consent that all

11 the other people that have signed consentshave had to sign.

12 So if the Court orders us to sign -- or orders Mr. Jacobsto

13 sign a consent that is not enforceablein Macau, where we have

14 to get the documents, then it’s a meaninglessgesture. And so

15 we would ask -— there’s nothing untoward. All we want to do

16 is try to be able to get his documentsunredacted. I don’t

17 see -- and the Court can -- if --

18 THE COURT: These are documentsthat aren’t the ones

19 that are in Advance Discovery, theseare other documents?

20 MR. RANDALL JONES: These are documentsthat would

21 be in Macau that we can’t unredact in Macau.

22 THE COURT: No. The ones at Advance Discovery. You

23 know, the ones that were brought to the U.S. so they’re here?

24 You’re talking about additional documents, not those?

25 MR. RANDALL JONES: We’re talking about documents
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1 producedby Sands China Limited from Macau that have been

2 redacted. That’s what we’re talking about. We can’t see if

3 Mr. Jacobs’sname is on those until we get a consent. And,

4 Your Honor, if there’s any issue with Macaneselaw as it

5 relatesto the consent for Mr. Jacobs, he certainly has the

6 ability to come to this Court and ask for some kind of relief.

7 But we can’t get the redactionswithout a properly filed or

8 signed consent.

9 THE COURT: Isn’t one of the ways that the Macau

10 Data Privacy Act allows your client to produce information is

11 when it is subject to an order from another jurisdiction?

12 MR. RANDALL JONES; No, actually, Your Honor. At

13 least my understanding. Becausethat’s the whole problem

14 we’ve had. We’ve taken your orders and actually gave them

15 specifically to the OPDP, and we’ve got letters back that

16 said, this is not sufficient. If VML was sued --

17 THE COURT; Well, what the testimony was in that

18 hearing, and I think that was before your time and I think it

19 was Mr. Fleming, who was then retiring and going gardening,

20 said that he never followed up on the issueswhere they said

21 there were information that was still missing that neededto

22 be subject to that requestto the ODPD to comply with my

23 order.

24 MR. RANDALL JONES; I believe what Mr. Fleming said

25 -- and I was a part of the case at that time --
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1 THE COURT: Were you part of the case then?

2 MR. RANDALL JONES: Yes, Your Honor, I was.

3 THE COURT: Okay.

4 MR. RANDALL JONES: -- was that they never appealed

5 the decision becausewe got to the point of the hearing and

6 there was insufficient time to have an appeal and have a

7 resolution. Your Honor, I mean, I think you made the point.

8 We think Mr. Jacobshas waived his right to object to give us

9 this information. And I’ve never been a case where the

10 plaintiff has brought a suit and isn’t ordered to provide a

11 consent.

12 THE COURT: Okay. The motion is denied. However,

13 you may submit an order asking me to find that Mr. Jacobshas

14 waived the ability to object to any releaseof that

15 information by the bringing of this lawsuit which puts in

16 issue those documentswhich are in Macau.

17 I have a motion to associatecounsel, Mr. Morris.

18 MR. MORRIS: Your Honor, thank you.

19 I’m delighted to have the opportunity to addressyou

20 on something, rather than just respondto who I am when court

21 is convened.

22 THE COURT: Well, we didn’t offer you coffee today.

23 I feel bad about that. It was a little late in the morning

24 for the offer of coffee, so --

25 MR. MORRIS: 1111 be brief with this, though. Our
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1 motion to associatecounsel is in the plural. There are two,

2 Nicole Wade and L. Lin Wood. The only opposition is the

3 filing we receivedyesterdayafternoon, which you did, too,

4 and we replied to last evening --

5 THE COURT: And I got a chance to read that.

6 MR. MORRIS: --- to L. ho Wood. The opposition

7 essentiallysays this, we ordinarily don’t opposemotions like

8 this and they should be granted, should result in approval by

9 the Court as the Supreme Court pointed out in Imperial Credit.

10 And it’s just generalproposition if the application for

11 admissionpro hac vice complies with the requirementsof

12 Rule 42, it does, it should -- and it does here, it should be

13 granted. We’ve done that.

14 The opposition says, acknowledgingthat, tortures a

15 little bit to what Imperial Credit has to say, and tries to

16 link the Supreme Court decision in Imperial Credit to a couple

17 of decisionsthat are not just not in point, they’re

18 outrageouslynot in point. One is the Kohimayer case. The

19 other is the Kampitch case. And each one of those cases

20 involved an attorney, a notorious attorney, not only in the

21 district in which he was seeking -- and both were hes in that

22 case -- seekingadmissionpro hac vice, but in other

23 jurisdictions. They involved the filing of false

24 applications, failure to disclose information that was require

25 on their pro hac vice application. One case, the Kohlmayer
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1 case, involved -- and the judge went to lengths to point this

2 out - the guy applying for admission in this case has not

3 only been sanctionednumerous times, he has failed to respond

4 to sanctionorders, he has failed to respondto orders to show

5 cause, and he’s been responsibleover the years for mistrials

6 due to his misconductwithin the case being tried, which

7 included one that interestedthe judge in particular and said,

8 as a result of that, I don’t want this guy in my court. The

9 pro hac vice applicant in that case threatenedto kill his

10 opposing counsel during the course of a proceedingin which he

11 had been admitted.

12 Your Honor, it’s facile, and I know that it’s

13 satisfying to the other side to tender caseslike this that

14 are sensational,but they are not appropriatelytenderedin

15 this case for this motion.

16 THE COURT: Thank you, Mr. Morris. I appreciate

17 that.

18 Mr. Bice.

19 MR. BICE: Thank you, Your Honor.

20 Mr. Morris is right, that we would not ordinarily

21 oppose such a requestand we would ordinarily have no issue

22 with it whatsoever.

23 THE COURT: Well, then Mr. Pisanelli did roll his

24 eyes when the one was advancedon Wynn-Okada, and that didn’t

25 show up on the record.
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1 MR. BICE: And when Mr. Kozlov from the firm Duane

2 Morris showed up, I instantly consentedto his application in

3 front of the Court. But I do believe this is, a bit different

4 here, and that is because,as the application says, we have a

5 new attorney coming into the case for a party who is already

6 representedand has been representedand has appearedin this

7 action for some five years, and he’s coming in, at least

8 according to the application, solely for the purposeof

9 appearingfor Mr. Adelson at his upcoming deposition, which is

10 scheduledfor Monday.

11 I say that becausethis is exactly what happenedin

12 the Florida case. This same attorneywas not a participant in

13 that case. Mr. Adelson’s -- the first phase of Mr. Adelson’s

14 depositionwent forward, and then, of course, then there was a

15 subsequentorder that he had to reappear,and there was a

16 special master appointedover the strenuousobjection, I might

17 add, of Mr. Adelson, and that special master being a former

18 Florida appellatecourt judge, to sit in on his renewed

19 deposition. It was only then that Mr. Wood was -- then sought

20 an emergencypro hac vice application to appear to defend Mr.

21 Adelson at the secondphase of his deposition. Arid, as the

22 Ccurt knows, Mr. Adelson, at least in the jurisdictionai

23 discovery, his depositionhas alreadybeen started. He was

24 representedby counsel, and he has very able counsel.

25 The issue has become -- it’s as simple as this.
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1 Either the conduct in the Florida deposition, which we have

2 outlined to the Court, is appropriatedeposition conduct or

3 it’s not. According to Mr. Wood’s declaration-- he’s not

4 here today, but according to his declaration, he deemedthat

5 conduct to be appropriate. And it is no consolation-- he

6 says, well, you know, Jacobsnever moved for a sanction

7 againstme in that case. That’s right, we didn’t; becauseI

8 believe summary judgment was grantedeither a week or two

9 weeks after that phase of the deposition.

10 So our point here is, Your Honor, either that

11 conduct is appropriatethat we have outlined, or it isn’t.

12 BecauseMr. Wood has made it clear, I think, he intends to

13 engage in it in this case. And he’s not here denying it. He

14 simply claims that, well, you know, when you’re representing

15 Sheldon Adelson under these circumstancesthat sort of

16 actiiity is deemedto be appropriate. That right there under

17 our SupremeCourt rules says counsel does not qualify. Just

18 becauseyou say, well, I’vecheckedoff all the boxes on this

19 and I’ve said that I’m going to follow the rules, does not

20 mean that you have satisfiedthe requirements. The appearance

21 in the court is a privilege especially for out-of-state

22 counsel. They have to demonstrateto the Court that they

23 qualify under the rule and that they are going to actually

24 comply with the Court’s rules and the Court’s rulings.

25 You see from Mr. Wood’s declarationhe doesn’t say
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1 any -- he doesn’t say, you know, that conduct was unique, that

2 conduct was unprecedentedand here’s why and I won’t do that

3 again in this case. I think he makes it crystal clear he

4 intends to repeat that performancein this case. And let me

5 tell you why that’s a problem for us, Your Honor. I would

6 submit and I’ve submitted to this Court before the objective

7 here is to blow up this trial date. And that is the number

8 one objective, and that’s why this attorney is being brought

9 in at the last possiblemoment just to appear for Mr.

10 Adelson’s deposition, to pick a fight, we will then have all

11 sorts of -- the depositionwill get delayed, then the Court

12 will have to addressthe conduct in the deposition, and that

13 is exactly mission accomplished. And that’s why we’re asking

14 that it not be allowed.

15 THE COURT; All right. Thank you, Mr. Bice.

16 MR. BICE: Thank you.

17 THE COURT: The motion is granted. However, Mr.

18 Morris needs to be communicatedto Mr. Wood that in Nevada we

19 can’t instruct the witness not to answer except on the basis

20 of privilege or harassment,and if there are issuesrelating

21 to speakingobjections or coachingwitnesses,that I will take

22 that unkindly and may issue sanctions. I’ve had other cases

23 where I’ve stricken pro hac vices for that kind of conduct.

24 So one would hope that he will act appropriatelyunder the

25 Nevada rules here.

1 MR. MORRIS: And I’m hoping that he will, too. And

2 I have talked with him about that subject and the points you

14 for making me feel old.

15 Then I’m on the motion related to the length of time

16 for Mr. Adelson’s deposition. Is there anything that anybody

17 wants to add to that, understandingI’m fairly familiar with

18 the issues, and then we can deal with the protective order

19 issue?

20 MR. BICE: It’s our motion, Your Honor.

21 THE COURT: And technically everybody’s out of time,

22 according to Laura. But you can have a couple of minutes.

23 MR. BICE: It’s our motion, Your Honor. I think you

24 understandthe history of the case, you understandthe

25 complexity of it, the documentation,et cetera.
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1 THE COURT: Okay. Mr. Peek, did you want to say

2 anything?

3 MR. PEEK: No, Your Honor.

4 THE COURT: Mr. Morris?

5 MR. PEEK: I think we’ve adequatelycovered it in

6 our opposition. I would only repeat --

7 THE COURT: Given my observationsof Mr. Adelson’s

8 testimony during I think it was the jurisdictional hearing and

9 the manner in which the estimatesby counsel of the time

10 neededto accommodatethat testimony and the time that was

11 actually neededfor that testimony, I’m going to grant the

12 request for excesstime for Mr. Adelson’s deposition.

13 I am going to grant seven days of seven hours of

14 examination time. That doesn’t include counsel arguing with

15 each other or breaks or other kinds of things.

16 Now I want to go to the motion for protective order

17 part of this, which is now implied. So what do you want to do

18 now?

19 MR. PEEK: Your Honor, I don’t know. BecauseI’ve

20 been talking to Mr. Bice about that, as I pointed out in the

21 motion. Mr. Adelson’s available to start on the 24th. Mr.

22 Bice wants to interrupt Jacobsand come back later, after Mr.

23 Adelson is finished.

24 THE COURT: When are you going to finish Mr. Jacobs?

25 MR. PEEK: I don’t think we’ll finish him within the
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hours. But we will certainly go the

hours that the Court has allowed us.

So when do the seven days end?

Ends Tuesday, the 23rd.

Okay. So your --

So we’ll start Mr. Adelson on the 24th.

Your proposal is to not double track Mr.

MR. PEEK: I told Mr. Bice I was going to double

track if he wanted to. Mr. Bice said that he did not want to

double track --

THE COURT: And you also think it would be a better

use of the time that has been allotted to the Jacobs

deposition to not have an interruption which might then

adverselyaffect the way you can use your limited number of

hours you’ve been awarded.

MR. PEEK: That is correct, Your Honor.

THE COURT: Okay. Thank you.

Mr. Bice.

MR. PEEK: Oh. Your Honor, there was one other

thing I talked to Mr. Bice about, and that was Mr. Adelson is

available the following week, is my understanding. So there

was one day, the 26th, Friday the 26th -- I don’t know if Mr.
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1 Bice still objects to that when Mr. Wood is being honored

2 at his alma mater for a contribution that he has made and he

3 would like to attend on the Friday the 26th. So we’d go the

4 24th, 25th, and reconveneon the 29th for those next five days

5 now that you’ve ordered five -- now that you orderedseven

6 days.

7 THE COURT: Thank you.

8 Mr. Bice.

9 MR. BICE: Yes, Your Honor. When you recall when

10 we were trying to hammer out the schedulebecausewe have some

11 deadlinescoming up, including experts and things like that,

12 one of the things that was proposed-- that they had proposed

13 is that they would -- they originally asked you for 10 days

14 for Mr. Jacobs. Mr. Peek says that they’re going to seek

15 additional time on Mr. Jacobs. We will be opposing that, and

16 we ——

17 THE COURT: Well, I’ll either see that in a motion

18 or I won’t.

19 MR. BICE: And we may be actually addressingother

20 issues. But with respect to -- here was what I had proposed,

21 which is what I really thought was on the Court’s original

22 schedule, is regardlessof whether Mr. Jacobs’swent five days

23 or ten days, as they originally proposed, we had said that we

24 would start Mr. Jacobson that week of -- and I believe it was

25 the 15th —- I’ve lost track of all days, Your Honor -- and
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1 then Mr. Adelson would then start on the week of the 22nd.

2 They always knew under their own proposal that Mr. Adelson

3 would interrupt Mr. Jacobs’sdeposition if the Court said more

4 than five days, becausethey knew that. They had originally

5 proposedwanting ten days. And they can’t seriously suggest

6 that they thought that we were going to allow Mr. Adelson to

7 then push off his deposition. All I have said is --

8 And part of my concern, Your Honor, is that I do not

9 want to run into the situation -— and I do think this is going

10 to happen, and I may be proven wrong, but I still am obviously

11 very cautious about it, is that we’re going to get -- they

12 would like to continue for seven days straight with Mr. Jacobs

13 and then we will start with Mr. Adelson, and then there will

14 be a blowup in an attempt to obstruct his deposition so that

15 it cannot be done and that we cannot get our expert

16 disclosuresdone and the like. So therefore, Your Honor,

17 that’s why I would like to proceedwith Mr. Adelson the week

18 of the 22nd. You’ve given me seven days for Mr. Adelson.

19 We’ll see whether that’s going to be sufficient or not. But

20 that will at least allow me to get the information from him

21 that week. They can then resume for the last two days with

22 Mr. Jacobs, and I can then resume for the last two days with

23 Mr. Adelson. We will have obtained I think a lot of the

24 information that we would like to get to our experts from Mr.

25 Adelson. But pushing me off yet anotherweek and then saying,
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1 well, now we’ve got to accommodateMr. Wood’s travel, which

2 I’m willing to do -- but pushing all that off a week before I

3 get to talk to Mr. Adelson with the full expectationthat then

4 there’s going to be an interruption, an attemptedinterruption

5 and disruption of it is really putting us at risk on these

6 deadlines,and I just don’t think that it’s appropriate.

7 And that’s why I’ve asked to proceedwith the week

8 of the 22nd, they can then resumewith Mr. Jacobs,we’ll have

9 a week of Mr. Adelson, he had indicatedhe was available that

10 week, we’ll have a full week of Mr. Adelson, and then they can

11 resume with Mr. Jacobs, and I will then resumewith Mr.

12 Adelson after those two days of Mr. Jacobsare completed.

13 TE COURT: Thank you.

14 The motion for protective order is granted in part.

15 The deposition of Mr. Adelson may commenceon the 24th of

16 February, go the 25th, becausethere’s seems to be an

17 agreement, I will grant the requestfor the 26th to be dark,

18 and then go the entire following week, 29th through the 4th.

19 If for any reasonyou have problems during deposition, I would

20 rather hear from you sooner, rather than later to the extent

21 those are available.

22 I had two remainedissuesthat I read about last

23 night, and I can’t figure out whici motion they go with. One

24 had to do with maintaining confidentially [sic] related to the

25 Advance Discovery, and others had to deal with some deposition
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1 disclosures. And then Laura says there’s also a motion to

2 temporarily seal that’s been objectedto.

3 MR. PEEK: I’ not even sure I -- Your Honor, I got

4 the minute order. I tried to look at --

5 MR. BICE: Mr. Peek, can we take those off and put

6 those on for I don’t care what timing? BecauseI think Mr.

7 Peek and I and Mr. Jones were all togetheryesterday, and we

8 did briefly try to sort out what some of these things were.

9 THE COURT: You want me to continue those till when?

10 MR. PEEK: Your Honor, I don’t think that they’re of

11 urgent nature, unless somebodytells me otherwise on this

12 table.

13 MR. BICE: Two weeks?

14 MR. PEEK: Yeah.

15 MR. BICE: Mr. Cassity’s whispering two weeks to me,

16 and I’ll agree.

17 THE COURT: Okay. Two weeks it is. And I’m not

18 sure what motion that is. So if you guys could -- Mr.

19 Cassity, you are taskedwith calling Laura or sending her an

20 email copying all other counsel as to what those issues

21 related to.

22 The other issue that I have for Dulce is on the

23 bottom of the page it says, “Status Check 887A.” Can you put

24 that on the chamberscalendarfive weeks from tomorrow.

25 THE CLERK: Yes, Your Honor.
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1 THE COURT: That will be to see if Mr. Jones

2 producedhis more detailed log of items on 887A that should be

3 sealed.

4 THE CLERK: Yes, Your Honor. March --

5 MR. PEEK: I’m sorry. When?

6 THE CLERK: March 25.

7 MR. PEEK: That’s for the statuscheck on 887A?

8 THE COURT: Mr. Jones.

9 MR. PEEK: As to these other motions, Your Honor, I

10 think that a couple of those that are on the calendarwere

11 actually addressedlast December. I’ll task Mr. Cassity to

12 work with Mr. Smith and perhapsbetween the two of them they

13 can work that out as to whether those are or are not mooted by

14 what you did in December. So that may addressat least a

15 couple of those that are on the calendarthat we think have

16 alreadybeen addressedby the Court.

17 THE COURT: Okay. And then there is an objection to

18 a request for temporary sealing of the information filed by

19 Mr. Jacobsrelated to his opposition and motion for a

20 transfer. I am going to grant the motion, but I’m going to

21 have the redaction and sealingnot be temporary at this point.

22 If you wish to have those documentsbe sealedor unredacted,I

23 need it to occur in the normal course.

24 MR. PEEK: And I think we actually have a motion

25 with respectto the Dumont deposition that has been filed but
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1 not been set -- or maybe it has been set in the ordinary

2 course.

3 THE COURT: I’m going to have Laura talk to --

4 MR. PEEK: Laura can work this out with Bob and

5 Jordan.

6 THE COURT: You guys are going to figure it out, and

7 then somebody’sgoing to tell me.

8 MR. BICE: Could you do that? BecauseI’ve lost

9 track.

10 MR. PEEK: Yeah.

11 MR. BICE: And Mr. Jones and I think we have

12 resolved-- I’m pretty sure we have resolvedthe tax issue,

13 Your Honor. So I don’t know if that was technically on, the

14 tax return issue. We’re going to unredactthat line entry

15 that --

16 THE COURT: Okay. And then I reviewed the medical

17 records. I have a question. The declarationthat was

18 submittedwith the records I reviewed in camera, that

19 declarationof the doctor had been provided to counsel;

20 correct?

21 MR. RANDALL JONES: I believe it had.

22 MR. PEEK: It had, Your Honor.

23 THE COURT: Okay. That was my -- in the middle of

24 the night last night that was the one thing I woke up worrying

25 about before I saw you.
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1 MR. BICE: What we did not apparentlydo, and I

2 don’t know if we even gave the Court this, is we didn’t give

3 them a log of the notes. And I don’t -- in hindsight I --

4 THE COURT: I didn’t need a log to review the notes.

5 They weren’t very long.

6 MR. BICE: -- I don’t think we gave one to you,

7 either. So the Court was probably annoyedwith us.

8 THE COURT: I didn’t need a log. I can look at

9 medical records --

10 MR. PEEK: We have since received it.

11 MR. BICE: We have since --

12 MR. PEEK: We have since receiveda log. As to its

13 sufficiency, that may be addressedlater. But we’ll --

14 MR. BICE: Okay. That’s fine.

15 THE COURT: I looked at it. It was lab reports and

16 kinds of examinationreports and DAP notes, and it was stuff I

17 was familiar with from my life before I was a judge, and it

18 wasn’t very hard for me to go through. But the declaration

19 was very helpful.

20 MR. BICE: We intended to give you that log, and we

21 apologize for having failed to do so.

22 THE COURT: For that purpose I didn’t need it.

23 There are a lot of things I need a log for. That limited

24 amount of medical records wasn’t it.

25 In addition, there is a plaintiff Steven Jacobs’s
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
