The Subordination agreement is made only by the one and only lender, SFC and references only the
borrower, Gemstone Development. There is no mention of the lien claimants or any other entity;

they are not parties to it. The express purposeof the Subordination Agreement is to place the $110
million Trust Deeds above the Mezzanine Trust Deeds in priority. The in all respects language in
paragraph 1, page 2 modifies and references tle $110 million Trust Deeds in reference to the
Mezzanine Trust Deeds, nothing else. The sub agreement pays the $110 million note before anything
on the Mezzanine notes.

Reasons:

Per NRS 108.225, priority of liens gives priority to mechanic's liens behind those recorded before
commencement of construction. $38 mil in TDs was so recorded-first.

The fact that SFC obtained title insurance is not sgnificant, this is a normal part of transaction.

Construing the subordination agreement on its ow n terms reveals no intent to do anything other
than prefer the $110 million Trust Deeds to the Mezzanine Trust Deed, original, Trust Deeds for
payment. That intent would be contradicted by plac ing mechanic's liens in higher priority than the
Construction Trust Deed. No intent to benefit a th ird party is expressed. The Scott affidavit is not
necessary to reach this conclusion, the languageof the agreement and the fact that substantial
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construction financing was being brough t in leads to this conclusion.

The Court adopts the reasoning of Bratcher v. Buckner. The lien claimants' priority is unchanged by
the sub. agreement. This is both logical and far. They were behind $38 million when started their
work and still are. To interpret the agreement otherw ise would be to provide them with a windfall.
They are not parties to the subordination agreement. They received the benefit of the construction
funding.

Amsouth relies on the definition of subordination, saying it does not contemplate raising a lien in
priority . The Bratcher case more accurately descrikes the problem as a circuitry of liens in that,
discussing A, B, and C in order of priority, subordin ating A to C does not result in subordinating A to
B. Rather, A and C have switched places in priority but only to the amount of A s lien. B is neither
benefitted nor burdened by this result. This re asoning was adopted by neighboring AZ in 2002 in
Price Waterhouse v. Decca. This appears to be the majority view.
