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ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO CONSOLIDATE APPEALS

AND DIRECTING TRANSMISSION OF RECORD

Proper person appellant has moved to consolidate these
appeals, which involve the same parties and arise from the same district
court case. Having considered the unopposed motion, we grant it, and
hereby consolidate these appeals. The clerk of this court shall file the copy
of the motion to consolidate submitted in Docket No. 62797, which was
provisionally received in this court on March 28, 2013.

Additionally, based on our review of the documents before us,
we conclude that our review of the district court record is warranted.
NRAP 10(a)(1). Accordingly, within 30 days from the date of this order,
the clerk of the district court shall transmit to the clerk of this court a
certified copy of the trial court record in District Court Case No. D230385.
Because the district court previously transmitted to this court the majority

of the district court record in the appeal pending in Docket No. 61415,
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however, the district court clerk is directed to transmit only those portions
of the record from July 30, 2012, forward. Cf. NRAP 11(a)(2) (providing
that the complete “record shall contain each and every paper, pleading and
other document filed, or submitted for filing, in the district court,” as well
as “any previously prepared transcripts of the proceedings in the district
court”’). The record shall not include any exhibits filed in the district
court. NRAP 11(a)(2).
