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ORDER GRANTING MOTION IN PART 

Appellant has filed a motion requesting a 60-day extension of 

time to file the opening brief or informal brief. Having reviewed the motion, 

this court concludes that appellant fails to demonstrate cause warranting a 

60-day extension of time. Accordingly, the motion is granted in part as 

follows. NRAP 31(b)(3)(B). Appellant shall have 30 days from the date of 

this order, to file and serve the opening brief or informal brief. Failure to 

timely file the opening brief or informal brief may result in the dismissal of 

this appeal as abandoned.1
