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Appellant, Vivia Harrison (“Appellant”), by and through her counsel of 

record, Moss Berg Injury Lawyers and Claggett & Sykes Law Firm, hereby moves 

this Honorable Court pursuant to NRAP 31(b) for an extension of two weeks to file 

Appellant’s reply brief.  

Appellant’s reply brief was originally due on January 22, 2021. This Court 

previously granted a second extension of time to February 19, 2021.
