A The template contract is very different,
in my opinion, because it deals with medical
appeals. I never sold medical appeals.

0 Any other differences?

A I don't -- well, I don't have the
contract in front of me, and I'm sure there might
be very specific paragraphs that are different,
but I don't have them side by side in front of me.

o] During the conversation we're
referencing with my client, did you inform my
client that you had a business relationship with
Mr. Brown?

A No. I haven't spoken to Mr. Brown since
2017. I think I made that clear to your client,
because I haven't spoken to Mr. Brown. So I don't
have a business relationship with Mr. Brown and

haven't for many years.

Q Many years meaning less than one year
after the --

A The time that I spoke to him --

Q -- the contract? I'm sorry.

A I told your client I knew who Mr. Brown

was, but I don't have a business relationship with
Mr. Brown.

Q During that same conversation, what did
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you tell plaintiff about your relationship with
Mr. Weinstein?
MR. HEJMANOWSKI: Excuse me. Objection.

Asked and answered.

Go ahead.
A I'm sorry. I didn't hear that whole
question.
Q The question is: During that same

conversation, what did you tell plaintiff about
your relationship with Mr. Weinstein?

A I had a good business relationship with
him. I've known him since 2007, 2006, somewhere
in that time period.

Q Did you tell my client that you shared
profits from selling medical contracts with
Mr. Weinstein?

A No.

Q Did Mr. Brown sell businesses on your

behalf previously?

A Yes.
Q And you say that ended when?
A 2016 I think was the last time we had

anything like that happen, at the end of 2016, to
my recollection.

o] Are you aware that Mr. Weinstein has

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been convicted of a felony?

A I'm aware.
0 When did you become aware of that?
A Many years ago I was -- David Weinstein

told me about it.

Q In your reference phone call with my
client, did you tell my client that Mr. Weinstein
had been convicted of a felony?

A No.

o] No. You didn't think that was important
to share?

A I didn't think it was my job to share
it.

Q Have you acted as a reference for David
or any of his entities with any other of David's
buyers?

A I have done a reference, but I don't
know if or who are those other people who may have
signed up. I can't recall who or if any of them

ever signed up.

Q About how many?
A A handful. Five maybe over the years.
Q That you've acted as a reference for.

You don't recall any of their names, though?

A Not offhand.
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Q Are you familiar with -- I'll spell this
Sri, S-R-I, last name, K-A-T-R-A-G-A-D-D-A?

A No, that name doesn't sound familiar at
all.

Q So you don't recall whether you acted as

a reference for David for Sri?

A No, I don't remember.
Q What was your role in the
MedAsset/MedAppeal contract -- I'm sorry. Strike

that.
Was your roll in the MedAsset/MedAppeal
contract limited to acting as a reference for

MedAsset and then providing training to MedAppeal?

A Right.

Q Were you compensated for any of that?

A No.

Q No. Why did you do that work for free?
A A couple reasons. One, I like teaching.

Teaching is one of my great interests. Two, I
want to stay abreast of the developments in the
medical billing industry so I could keep my skills
sharp. And three, because at this point I had no
active relationship with David. If I didn't do
this, then I wouldn't really have a reason to work

with him in the future, and I wanted to keep the
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door open in case there was something in the
future I wanted to do.

Q And is that why you continued to
transmit new clients to MedAppeal?

A I'm sorry. Transmit, how do you mean?
Oh, you mean clients that you were assigned over?

Q Right.

A Yeah, I was the one who assigned
contracts to your client.

Q And others; correct?

A I think I just gave medical appeal
clients. I don't know about others. I don't know
what others you might be referring to.

o] I'm referring to any other individuals
or entities that you would have referred over,
given your relationship with Mr. Weinstein.

A Yeah, I think I did that for other
people, too.

Q About how many?

A A handful. I don't really know the
number.

Q Can you take a look at that. Do you see
the first page is 129, it goes to PDF 133. Have
you had a chance to review that document?

A Yes.

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o] Do you recognize that?

A Yes.

Q What is it?

A It's a medical answering service

contract that I signed with Camile Batiste.

Q Is that your signature on page 4?

A Yes.

Q Do you recognize this document?

A Yes.

0] What is that?

A It's a promissory note to Camile
Batiste.

Q And is it true that your normal business

practice in sales like this was to have the buyer
sign promissory notes in conjunction with your

sales contracts?

A For some people.

Q What would be the exception to that
rule?

A If the contract was too small, if they

wanted to put up more and get the discount.
Sometimes the number -- in this contract it's
50,000, but it could be much smaller.

0 And if it was much smaller, what would

be an alternative to a promissory note?
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A It would be negotiated with the buyer.

Q When you say negotiated, what do you
mean?

A Well, if they said, "I don't want to put

up this amount. I want to put up that amount,”
then the promissory note is going to change
accordingly. So if they put up a lot more, then
the promissory note is going to shrink
considerably. It they put up just a little bit
more, it wouldn't shrink that much.

Q I must have misunderstood. You said
that the -- I believe you stated a promissory note
may or may not be used. Are you saying with the
example you gave that a promissory note would be
used each time?

A Not every time. If a client said, I
only want, say, 15 clients. For instance, one of
the earlier contracts that you showed me in this
deposition, the contract was for 15 clients total.
So they put up a down payment. When they get
eight clients, they give me a payment. And then
when they get to 15 clients, they put up the final
payment. There would be no promissory note in
that case.

Q I understand. And I do recall that

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example, that the money didn't come through and
for that reason it didn't go forward.
Did American Medical employ Kevin Brown

as its business broker on this contract?

A I believe so.

0 Did American Medical receive the $75,000
required by the contract?

A I believe so.

Q Did Patient Care pay the money to you
through Kevin?

A I don't remember how the money was
distributed, to be honest.

0] Did American Medical deliver the
required 300 medical answering service contracts

to Patient Care?

A No.

Q How many contracts did American Medical
provide?

A Not enough. I don't remember the exact

number, but it was very few.

o] How would you find the information you
need to answer the question?

A I'd have to go look it up and find out
how many contracts she got.

Q Did David Weinstein have a financial

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interest in the deal with Patient Care?

A Yes.
0 What was that deal?
A Well, the broker got a certain amount of

money. There was a certain amount of money set
aside for marketing. There was a certain amount
that I paid to David for doing the work he did to
help me bring in the clients. And I got a piece
of it also. I don't know how much each iteration
was for each particular person because each person
put up a different amount.

Q And I'm sorry. When you say each person
put up a different amount, each buyer put up a
different amount?

A Right. Like this particular person,
you'd have to go back a page to see how much she
put up, but she put up a certain amount. The next
person might have said, "I don't want 100 clients.
I want 1,000 clients," whatever the number is.
Another person might come in and say, "I only want
50 clients." So the amount that is put up would
be different for each person. And then based
on --

Q And -- go ahead. I'm sorry.

A Based on that, we'd have to figure out

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how much we need for marketing, how much we need
to pay off the broker and so on.

0 Was that a formula that you used such
that you could determine from a dollar amount that
the sale was how much each person would get?

A I don't know about a formula per se, but
it was more of an estimate.

Q What would you estimate David
Weinstein's return here was, the amount that was
paid out?

A I don't know offhand.

Q Yeah, I'd like you to speculate. What
can you speculate on that amount?

A I really actually can't speculate
because the numbers are vastly different for each

business model.

Q You just said it was a formula, though;
right?
A No. It's more of an estimate. I think

formula was your word.
Q What would be the estimate on this?
I understand. You're correct.
A Yeah, I really don't know offhand. It
would be pretty close to impossible to determine,

especially because we needed to put in more money
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in the answering service over time because it
wasn't working the way we thought it would.

6] What wasn't working about it?

A Well, the clients weren't coming in the
way they used to come in.

Q How much work did you do in 2017 to

fulfill American Medical's contract?

A I was working full-time.

Q For how long?

A Six to seven months.

o] What would you define full-time as?
A All my free time. I would work from

morning until I couldn't work anymore at night.

Q Would that be more than eight hours a
day?

A Frequently, yes.

Q And for six to seven months you did
that?

A Yes. Weekends were pretty slow because

doctors aren't around.

Q Did you refund any portion of Patient
Care's money?

A No. Yeah, they did through the
bankruptcy process.

Q Why did the bankruptcy court require

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that you refund a portion of those funds?
A Because that's what the bankruptcy court

required and that's what my attorney advised me to

do.

Q So it wasn't a voluntary refund; is that
correct?

A No.

Q Do you recognize this document?

A The print is too small for me to read.

Q Better?

A Better. Yeah, I don't remember it being

in this format, but yes.
Q We're at 134. I'm going to go to 140,
which I believe is the complete document. Having

looked at the complete document, what is this

document?
A It looks like the prospectus for
American Medical Answering Services -- I'm sorry,

Revenue Asset Services for the medical answering
service.

Q Was this provided, this document
provided to Patient Care?

A I don't know. I had two of these. One
was for American Medical Answering Services, which

was the company that was formed later, and then
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this one is for Revenue Asset Services, which was
sold. I don't know which one Patient Care got.

6] Were you involved in the creation of
this document?

A I was likely the author, uh-huh.

Q Did American Medical provide similar
executive summaries and documents like this to
other buyers?

A I would say yes.

MR. BALL: And if I wasn't clear, I may
have skipped over. PDF 134 through 140 mark I'd
like to mark as Exhibit I.
(Exhibit I identified.)
BY MR. BALL:
Q I'll scroll through this four-page

document. Do you recognize this document?

A Yes.

0] What is it?

A It's an agreement for sale to Nadeem
Fatmi.

Q I read InaComm, LLC. Do you see that?

A I'm sorry. I missed the question.

6] The third line at the top on the

document that's on the screen now.

A Yes.

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Q I read that as the party buyer InaComm,
LLC. Do you see that?
A Yes.
0 Is that the entity of the individual who
you just named; is that her entity?
A That's my understanding, yes.
MR. BALL: I'd like to mark PDF 143
through 146 as Exhibit J.
(Exhibit J identified.)

BY MR. BALL:

Q Do you recognize that signature at the
bottom?

A Yes.

Q Whose signature is that?

A That's mine and Nadeem. I'm not really

strictly sure, but Nadeem also put his name there.

Q Did American Medical employ Kevin Brown
as its broker, business broker for this contract?

A I believe so, yes.

Q Did American Medical receive the $75,000
required by the contract?

A I believe so, yes.

Q Do you know whether InaComm paid the
money to American Medical through your broker?

A Again, I don't remember how the money

was distributed in reference to the broker, in
reference to marketing, et cetera.

6] How would it usually flow?

A Well, the person would usually have to
pay the broker first, and then the broker would
keep whatever is owed to them.

Q So would there be any reason, in the
sales transactions that we discussed today, would
there be any reason why it would not have gone

through the broker first?

A No. I think it always went through the
broker.

0] Did American Medical deliver the
required -- I'm sorry. Go ahead.

A I don't know if it ever happened, but if

it ever went through me, I suppose I would pay the
broker before I did anything with the money.

Q So theoretically, that could happen, but
do you recall that ever actually happening, where

the money went directly to you?

A Not in 2016.
Q In any year that you were doing this?
A It may have happened many, many years

ago, but I don't recall that specifically. We

usually instruct the buyers to work with the
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broker and follow the broker's instructions.

o] So when you say many, many years ago,
would that be before 20102

A Hard to say. I wouldn't know what year
it was. I don't remember a specific person it
actually happened with, but it could have
happened, conceivably.

Q Did American Medical deliver the
required 300 medical answering service contracts

to InaComm?

A No.

Q How many contracts did American Medical
provide?

A I don't recall. It wasn't very many.

Q How would you find this information if

you had to answer that question?

A I'd probably have to look it up
somewhere.

Q Where might you look?

A I think the bankruptcy document might

have mentioned how many each person thinks they
got. That would probably be the fastest way to do
it.

Q Would there be any other source?

A I don't think so.
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Q So you mentioned that, in that answer
you gave, that people thought that they received.
Is there any reason why the record in the
bankruptcy court would be inaccurate.

A Sorry. The first part of your question
didn't come through.

Q You just mentioned that, when I asked
the question how many contracts did American
Medical provide, and we went and briefly discussed
the bankruptcy and the listing within the
bankruptcy of certain individuals or entities that
received less than they bargained for as far as
contracts go, and you used words to the effect
"what they thought they received." I'm just
curious about that. Is there any reason why they
would be incorrect?

A Yeah. Some people got more than what
they actually reported, but they wanted to make it
look better. They lied about what they got. They
lied. They only told the trustee what they got --
or what they were able to keep, rather, not what
they actually got. So I think the bankruptcy
number is probably on the lower side. I don't
know that everyone --

Q You have no -- go ahead.
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A I don't know that everyone
misrepresented how many clients they got, but I
know that some of them did.

Q But you have no records, physical or
otherwise, to back that up?

A I can go look and see if I can find
something somewhere, but I'm not aware offhand how
to find it.

Q You believe you purged everything; is
that correct?

A Yes. After I got my bankruptcy
discharge, I was under the impression my
bankruptcy was over, so I decided to purge things
I didn't need anymore.

Q Which bankruptcy discharge are you
referring to?

A The one that the judge ordered, the
bankruptcy judge ordered.

Q I understand that that bankruptcy
discharge was revoked; is that correct?

A That happened several months later.

Q How much work did you do in 2017 to
fulfill American Medical's contract?

A In the first several months of 2017, I

was putting in my full-time hours to fulfill
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everyone. I wouldn't be able to narrow it down to
how much I put in for this particular person. It
was definitely in the same boat, so to speak.

Q So I'm a little confused. How many,
when you say everyone, how many everyones were
there? Can you give me a number?

A If you go back to the bankruptcy
trustee, he listed off all the people that had the
answering service.

Q And I appreciate that. Can you give me
a number today?

A Not offhand. I mean, it's a couple
pages back. If you just look at it, you can just
get it.

0 I see. The documents I've already shown
you is what you mean?

A Right.

o] So I believe there were eight or nine in
there. You mentioned that you don't recall having
any more, and I showed you an additional name or
two -- or I referenced an additional name or two.
Are you aware of any others beyond what we've
spoken about today?

A Not that I can recall, no.

Q We talked about Mr. Ramsdell. Would
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that have been another name?

A He worked for a company I sold, so I
don't think I was responsible for him.

0 We'll get into that later.

Do you have any reason to believe not

everyone was listed?

A I think that that list is complete.

Q But you have no records, physical or

otherwise, to prove that?

A I wouldn't know where to look for them
offhand.
Q Right, because you said you purged

everything; correct?

A Right.

Q So as far as you know, you have no
records whatsoever, or you need to look for them?

A I can look, but I can't guarantee I'd
find anything.

Q And I guess you may know we had a
hearing yesterday, and in that hearing we were in
front of the discovery commissioner. We asked for
specific documents which you and your attorney had
been asked to or ordered by the court to now
supplement, because originally we didn't get much

of anything. So I'm just curious on that point.
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Are there documents available, or did you purge
everything? Because it seems like your answer
isn't clear to me.

A I can look, but I just -- I believe that
I purged everything from my emails, which would
have been the primary source of anything.

Q What other sources may there have been?

A I don't actually know. I don't know if
things were kept in a temporary folder somewhere.

I'm not real good with computers that way.

Q Your current job is coding; is that
right?
A No. I'm doing -- I'm trying to

understand the market. 1It's more about how am I
going to market, what we're going to sell
eventually, but I need to understand what the

product is and how it works first.

Q I see.
A And the product is still being built.
Q You mentioned that -- the product is

still being built. Okay.

All right. 1I'd like you to look, if you
could, please, at this document. I'll go through
it in total. There's three pages. There's five,

and then there's another two which we'll get to in
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a minute. But of the five, do you recognize this
document?

A Yes.

0 What is this?

A It's an agreement for certain medical
billing clients -- I'm sorry, answering service

clients for Steve Sami.

Q Is that your signature on page 4?
A Yes.
Q For this contract, did American Medical

employ Kevin Brown as its business broker?

A You mean Revenue Asset Services?

o] Yeah. Did I mix up that name? I
apologize.

A Yeah, it's Revenue Asset Services. It's

in the signature section.

Q It looks like in the whereas portion it
reads American Medical Answering Services, LLC.
Is that a typo?

A Yeah, I don't know who did that, but it
was correct, I assume, when I wrote it. I don't
know why it would have been changed.

Q Which was correct, the American Medical
or the Revenue Asset?

A The Revenue Asset.
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Q So for that contract, was Kevin Brown
used as the business broker?

A I believe so.

Q Would there have been anybody else who
might have been used in Kevin Brown's place?

A I don't think so.

Q Did American Medical receive the 75,000
required by the contract?

A Revenue Asset Services, correct.

Q I'm sorry. Revenue Asset. Yes? Was
that a yes, that they did receive it?

A Yes, minus the commissions for Kevin.

Q Did Steven pay them money to you through
your broker?

A Right, he paid the broker.

Q Did Revenue Asset Services deliver the
required 300 medical answering service contracts
to -- did they make that delivery?

A No, because the company was sold.
Revenue Asset Services was sold.

Q When was Revenue Asset Services sold?

A Right around this time frame. I
actually don't remember the exact date, but it

would have been pretty close to this time.

Q
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A Was there a question?

Q Yes. My question was: Do you recall
whether that was before or after October 31st,
2016

A I wouldn't have been able to sign it
before, so it must have been after.

Q Right. Okay.

So did you do any work in 2017 to
fulfill this contract?

A Yes, because the buyer for Revenue Asset
completely flaked out, and he left me holding the

bag, so I did my best to fulfill this person.

Q How many contracts were fulfilled?

A Not enough.

Q Less than 3007

A Yes.

Q When you say not enough, what do you
mean?

A It was very few relative to how many he
needed.

Q Did Mr. Weinstein have any interest in

your agreement with Steve Sami?
A Yes. He helped me try to fulfill the
contract.

Q Was this disclosed to Steve Sami?
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A No. It was none of his business. David
Weinstein was not my employee.
Q Do you know why David Weinstein called

Steve Sami and threatened him on your behalf?

A You'd have to ask him.

Q But you're aware of that call?

A After it happened I heard about it,
uh-huh.

Q Was there any conversation between you

and Mr. Weinstein regarding an agreement to make
calls like that?

A No.

0] Did Mr. Weinstein, to your knowledge,
make any other calls like that?

A Not to my clients, not that I recall,
no. I believe he might have made that phone call
because Steve Sami is a criminal and he threatened
me.

Q What did Steve Sami threaten you with?

A He sent me his mug shots and told me he
was coming after me. And I think he was trying
to imply that he's not afraid of the law. So I
asked about getting a protective order against
him, restraining order, whatever it's called.

o] And did you file any documents to that
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effect requesting that restraining order?

A Sorry. I lost a part of your question.

Q Did you file any request to obtain a
restraining order?

A No. I just called the police, and they
explained to me what needed to happen, and it
didn't seem like it was worth it. And from what I
understand, it's basically useless against
somebody who doesn't care about the law.

Q I see.

A So that precipitated the call with Steve
Sami when that came to light, so I think David
might have been upset on my behalf. Maybe you can
ask him the specific relation.

Q Right. Okay.

A Steve said he was in prison for many
years. He had supervised probation. But that's
getting a little far afield.

6] I'd like to go to this document 153, PDF
number, through 157. Did you see those as I

flipped through those?

A Yes, I saw it.
Q Do you recognize that document?
A Yes.

MR. BALL: I'd like to mark Exhibit L
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PDF 153 through 157.
(Exhibit L identified.)

BY MR. BALL:

Q Going to page 4, is that your signature?
A Yes.
o] Did Revenue Asset Services employ Kevin

Brown as its business broker for this contract?

A Yes.

Q Did Revenue Asset Services receive the
45,000 required by the contract?

A Yes.

Q Did Gerson pay the money to you through
your broker?

A Yes.

Q Did Revenue Asset deliver the required

100 medical answering service contracts to Gerson?

A No.

Q How many contracts did Revenue Asset
provide?

A I don't recall, but it was a very low
number.

Q How much work did you do in 2017 to

fulfill Revenue Asset's contract?
A From October 29th through the first

several months of 2017, I was putting in my
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full-time hours.

Q On this specific contract?
A On all the contracts collectively.
Q About how many were there during that

time period?

A How many what?

Q About how many contracts were you
working for during that time period?

A I don't think I can really break it down
that way. I mean, I would cast a wide net and try
to bring in as many doctors as possible.

Q What I'm wondering is, as we've gone
through these contracts, we've mentioned various
business entities and, you have stated that you
worked very hard, 40 hours -- I mean more than 40
hours a week for an extended period of time,
including six to seven months in one case. About
how many sales purchasers were you working for to
fulfill those contracts?

A I think I already answered that before.
It's a number from however many there are from the
bankruptcy filing.

Q All right. I'm going to click through
this. Do you recognize that document?

A Yes.
