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POINTS AND AUTHORITIES

I
STATEMENT OF FACTS

Plaintiff’s Counsel repeatedly presents this Honorable Court with irrelevant, and
intentionally misleading and fraudulent facts.

There have been two (2) Protective Orders granted regarding the parties. Plaintiff’s
Counsel insists on alleging a third Order was filed, repeatedly, despite the fact that the Order was
never granted. I’m sure Plaintiff filed for other Orders as well, but with no factual basis they were
denied.

The most glaring intentional misrepresentation of material fact is Plaintiff’s Counsel’s
insistence that Plaintiff never intended to dissolve the TPO # T-19-200404-T. This Court has
been provided multiple Orders demonstrating the Plaintiff agreed to dissolve the TPO. Likewise,
the parties went on record in the “J” case, stipulating in Court to dissolve the TPO. Likewise, the
TPO Court found that Plaintiff agreed to dissolve the TPO and the TPO case was Ordered
CLOSED. Further, Plaintiff herself has on multiple occasions admitted to dissolving the TPO.
Plaintiff’s Counsel, however, is insistent to keep alleging that the TPO wasn’t dissolved because
she and Plaintiff have been sued regarding the wrongful arrest they orchestrated on January 23,
2021.

Plaintiff’s Counsel also claims in her Statement of Facts that “Bradley admitted on the
record that he had sent the text message, trying to justify his behavior claiming that Emily was
mentally abusive for six (6) years.” This is false, and simply Amanda Roberts’ fictional inference
from Defendant’s statements. If this wasn’t such a ridiculous Opposition without merit Defendant

would file for Rule 11 sanctions.

HAVE OCCURRED since July 30, 2020 when Judge Sandra Pomrenze already contemplated
the previous issues which Plaintiff continues to attempt to relitigate. Plaintiff’s Opposition must
be DENIED in its entirety.

LEGAL ARGUMENT

“A party seeking reconsideration of a ruling of the court...must file a motion for such
relief within 14 days after service of written notice of the order or judgment unless the time is
shortened or enlarged by order. A motion for rehearing or reconsideration must be served,
noticed, filed and heard as is any other motion. A motion for reconsideration does not toll the

period for filing a notice of appeal from final order or judgment.” EDCR 2.24(b).

A motion for rehearing should direct attention to some controlling matter to which the
court has overlooked or misapprehended. In re Ross, 99 Nev. 657, 659, 668 P.2d 1089, 1091
(1983) (Citations omitted). Rehearings are not granted as a matter of right and are not allowed
for the purpose to reargue, unless there is a reasonable probability the court may have arrived at
an erroneous conclusion. Geller v. McCown, 178 P.2d 380 (Nev. 1947) (Citations omitted).

l. The District Court Failed to Find any Specific Facts Constituting Domestic
Violence Required to Extend the Order for Protection.

If it appears to the satisfaction of the court from specific facts shown by a verified
application that an act of domestic violence has occurred or there exists a threat of domestic
violence, the court may grant a temporary or extended order. A court shall only consider whether

the act of domestic violence or the threat thereof satisfies the requirements of NRS 33.018

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WITHOUT CONSIDERING ANY OTHER FACTOR IN ITS DETERMINATION TO

GRANT THE TEMPORARY OR EXTENDED ORDER. NRS 33.020. (Emphasis Added).

Judge Perry explicitly stated there would be no findings of fact regarding the hearing o
April 6, 2021 and Plaintiff failed to demonstrate any factual basis which could possibly amount tg
an act of domestic violence as defined by statute.

Plaintiff continuously attempts to offer this court irrelevant facts intended to mislead ang
confuse this Honorable Court. The only issue raised by Plaintiff that is remotely releveant is the
video of Plaintiff tossing two (2) juice boxes toward the front porch because Plaintiff refused td
allow the children to get their juice and Defendant cannot approach the door.

Even if we consider Judge Pomrenze Order from July 30, 2020 (which was signed by Judge
Mary Perry in January of 2021, who hilariously claimed she would not consider relief from said
Order because it was another Judge’s Order even though she is the Judge responsible for signing
it), Judge Pomrenze stated that she would extend the Order “if any further violations” occurred
No violations have occurred. Zero. Zilch. Nada.

Additionally, Judge Perry proclaimed during the hearing on April 6, 2021 that there would
be “NO FINDINGS OF FACT.” (SEE video of hearing from April 6, 2021). As such, the Ordel
for Protection cannot be extended, as both Judge Perry and Amanda Roberts have forgotten, the
Defendant has rights. The law needs to be followed, no more favors for Plaintiff.

1. Opposition to Plaintiff’s Request for Attorney’s Fees

Plaintiff’s request for attorney’s fees should be DENIED. Plaintiff attempts to claim thaf

attorney’s fees should be granted because Defendant failed to follow EDCR 5.501. However

Defendant stated in his Declaration his compliance with EDCR 5.501.

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Plaintiff’s next contention is that attorney’s fees should be awarded pursuant to Sargean
v. Sargeant, (88 Nev. 223, 495 P.2d 618 (1972) and Wright v. Osborn, 114 Nev. 1367, 970 P.2(
1071 (1998). Neither case demonstrates that Plaintiff is entitled to her request of attorney’s fees.

First, the Sargeant matter refers to a case in which in District Court awarded preliminary
fees to the wife when there was a disparity in assets of $3,000,000 in possession of the husband
and $50,000 in possession of the wife. The Court concluded that because of the great disparity of
assets, the wife was awarded preliminary attorney’s fees.

In this instance, Plaintiff is holding on to the largest marital asset (the residence at 1913
Sondrio Drive) and has failed to disclose a significant amount of assets on her Financial Disclosure
Forms. Pursuant to the parties’ financial disclosure forms Plaintiff is not suffering from a great
disparity of assets compared to Defendant.

Secondly, the Wright case is also inapplicable. The Wright matter was one in which the
parties had great disparity of monthly income. The Wright Court determined that due to a great
discrepancy in monthly income attorney’s fees may be applicable.

Here, Plaintiff once again, for the 900" time, attempts to defraud this Honorable Court and
provides intentional misleading representations of material fact. Plaintiff alleges that this Courf
made a finding of fact that Defendant earns $18,000 per month an references the Order Aftef
Hearing from July 30, 2020. As a reminder to this Honorable Court, Judge Pomrenze stated ng
findings of fact regarding Defendant’s income, the Order was only procured and entered by
FRAUD by Counsel for Plaintiff, Defendant has since filed an updated FDF, and Defendant ig
currently unemployed with zero income. Likewise, Plaintiff continues to promote the fallacy that

she ever worked for her dad’s company during the marriage. Plaintiff, like her Counsel, is 3

hearing regarding substantive issues. As there is no occurrence of domestic violence as defined

by NRS 33.018 the Court should reconsider the Order and deny the extension.

THIS MATTER having come before the Court on the 6 day of April,
2021, for multiple Motion hearings (See Notice of Rescheduling Hearings filed
on March 23, 2021). The Plaintiff, Emily Bellisario, being present and
represented, by and through her attorney of record, Amanda M. Roberts, Esq., of
Roberts Stoffel Family Law Group, and the Defendant, Bradley Bellisario, being

present in proper person.

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NOW THEREFORE,

THE COURT HEREBY FINDS that the Court will do everything possible to
protect the minor children.

THE COURT FURTHER FINDS that the Court will move this case forward
as quickly as possible.

NOW THEREFORE.

THE COURT HEREBY ORDERS that Plaintiff/Applicant’s Protection
Order in Case No. T-20-206636-T, shall be extended until May 10, 2022 or until
Defendant’s criminal case is completed.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that Plaintiff’s request to correct the
clerical error from the Order After Hearing from July 30, 2020, is granted. The
date related to the amount owed by Defendant to Plaintiff shall be July 30, 2019
rather than July 30, 2020.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Defendant’s business, Bellisario
Law, P.C., shall be joined as a Party to this action.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that a receiver shall be appointed for
Defendant’s business, Bellisario Law, P.C. Ms. Roberts shall provide Defendant
with three (3) names of attorneys who can act as receivers in alphabetical order and

Defendant shall have forty-eight (48) hours to select a name or the middle name
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shall be selected. The receiver needs to be an attorney who deals with Trust
accounts, and shall manage the business and the funds held in the IOLTA account.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that a CPA shall be appointed for
Defendant’s business, Bellisario Law, P.C. Ms. Roberts shall provide Defendant
with three (3) names of accountants who can act as CPA in alphabetical order and
Defendant shall have forty-eight (48) hours to select a name or the middle name
shall be selected. The CPA shall complete an audit of the IOLTA account.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that any monies found shall be
deposited into the IOLTA account for Roberts Stoffel Family Law Group.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that Ms. Roberts shall be permitted to
submit the Plaintiff’s Subpoenas to Nevada State Bank, Bank of Nevada, Bank of
America, Chase and Wells Fargo with a response deadline of May 14, 2021. Any
information that Ms. Roberts obtains via Subpoena regarding the Defendant’s
business, Bellisario Law, P.C., shall be CONFIDENTIAL and shall not be released
to the Plaintiff, and Ms. Roberts shall not harass Defendant’s clients.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that Plaintiff’s request to deem the
Defendant a vexatious litigant is denied.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that Plaintiff’s request to consolidate the

civil cases with this case is denied.
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THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that Plaintiff shall be deemed the
primary legal custodian of the minor children, to wit: Brayden Bellisario (DOB:
01/15/2015); Blake Bellisario (DOB: 11/20/2016); and Brooklyn Bellisario (DOB:
2/1/2018). As the primary legal custodian, Plaintiff shall have the ability to make
all medical decisions for the minor children, including mental health treatment.
However, the Parties shall continue to share joint legal custody on issues other than
medical decisions and mental health treatment.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS the Defendant shall do a work search
which shall be applying to ten (10) jobs per week, at his skill level, until he obtains
employment. The Defendant shall submit a report every two (2) weeks,
commencing April 20, 2021.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Defendant shall be responsible
for contacting SCRAM and ensuring the Court and Ms. Roberts receive a report up
to this point, i.e., April 6, 2021, and every two (2) weeks thereafter.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Defendant shall have supervised
visitation with the minor child at Donna’s House on Sundays from 9:00 a.m. to
11:00 a.m. The Plaintiff shall pay the cost for the Defendant’s visitation at Donna’s
House. For the visit on Sunday, April 11, 2021, the Defendant’s parents are

permitted to attend.
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THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that each Party shall submit to a
psychological evaluation. The Plaintiff shall pay for the Defendant’s and the
Defendant shall pay for Plaintiff. The failure of either Party to pay for the other
Party’s psychological evaluation shall not impede or impact the ability to move
forward with the psychological evaluation that has been paid. The first choice for
the psychological evaluation is Dr. Holland, and if she is not available then Dr.
Holland shall submit three (3) names in alphabetical Order and Defendant shall
have forty-eight (48) hours to select one of the providers and if he fails to do so
then the middle name shall be used.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS the purpose of using Dr. Holland is so
that if a custody evaluation becomes necessary, she already have a portion
completed through the psychological evaluation.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Plaintiff’s request for an Order
to Show Cause against Defendant is deferred to Trial. Prior to Trial, Plaintiff shall
submit an Order to Show Cause to Court.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Plaintiff’s request to reduce
child support and spousal support arrears to judgment is deferred to Trial.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that Defendant’s Motion to Strike

Hearsay and Misrepresentations filed February 9, 2021, is deferred to Trial.
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THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that Defendant’s request to set aside or
relief from the Orders related to the hearings on July 30, 2020, October 22, 2020
and November 24, 2020 is denied.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Defendant’s request for an
Order to Show Cause against Ms. Roberts is denied, as she is not a Party to the
action.

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Defendant’s request for an
Order to Show Cause against the Plaintiff is deferred to Trial. Prior to Trial,
Defendant shall submit an Order to Show Cause to Court.

The Parties are put on notice of the following provision of NRS §125C.006,

which states:

1. If primary physical custody has been established
pursuant to an order, judgment or decree of a court and the
custodial parent intends to relocate his or her residence to a
place outside of this State or to a place within this State that
is at such a distance that would substantially impair the
ability of the other parent to maintain a meaningful
relationship with the child, and the custodial parent desires
to take the child with him or her, the custodial parent shall,
before relocating:

(a) Attempt to obtain the written consent of the
noncustodial parent to relocate with the child; and

(b) If the noncustodial parent refuses to give that
consent, petition the court for permission to relocate
with the child.

2. The court may award reasonable attorney's fees and costs
to the custodial parent if the court finds that the
noncustodial parent refused to consent to the custodial
parent's relocation with the child:

(a) Without having reasonable grounds for such refusal, or
(b) For the purpose of harassing the custodial parent.

3. A parent who relocates with a child pursuant to this
section without the written consent of the noncustodial
parent or the permission of the court is subject to the
provisions of NRS 200.359.

PENALTY FOR VIOLATION OF ORDER: THE
ABDUCTION, CONCEALMENT OR DETENTION OF A
CHILD IN VIOLATION OF THIS ORDER IS PUNISHABLE

193.130. NRS § 200.359 provides that every person having a

(2) The parties may agree, and the Court shall include in the
Order for custody of the child, that the United States is the
country of habitual residence of the child for the purposes of
applying the terms of the Hague Convention as set forth in
Subsection 7.

Statement of Facts

The Parties to this action, the Plaintiff, Emily Bellisario (“Emily”) and the
Defendant, Bradley Bellisario (“Bradley”), were married on August 16, 2014. The
Parties have three (3) minor children, to wit: Brayden Bellisario (“Brayden”), born
January 15, 2015; Blake Bellisario (“Blake”), born November 20, 2016; and
Brooklyn Bellisario (“Brooklyn”), February 1, 2018.

As the Court is aware, Bradley is a licensed attorney in the State of Nevada.
Bradley is the managing partner of Bellisario Law, P.C. (“business™), which is a
domestic professional corporation. The business was started during the Parties’
marriage and is community property subject to distribution by the Court. Online
records indicated that Bradley filed a recent lawsuit as recent as November 4, 2020,
related to car accident (A-20-824221-C).

On or about October 22, 2020, the Court Ordered,

THE COURT FURTHER ORDERS that the Defendant
shall deliver to Ms. Roberts immediately his financial
books and records regarding his business and income.

Ms. Roberts shall keep those records confidential and
they are for her review only, they cannot be reviewed by
the Plaintiff. The Defendant’s compliance with this Order
may purge his contempt for failure to pay the child
support and financial support as Ordered. (See Order

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Bradley did not comply with the Court Order and never turned over the
records related to his practice.

2020, to provide Plaintiff’s Counsel with all of his
financial records and business statements to determine
Defendant’s income and earnings. If the Defendant fails
to comply, this Court recommends that there be an
unequal distribution of the assets and debts between the
Plaintiff and Defendant. (See Order filed December 10,
2020 at page 2, lines 5 through 10).

Again, despite the Court Orders, Bradley has not provided any financial
records in this matter.

Besides failing to comply with the repeated Orders regarding producing
financial records, Bradley has failed to comply with discovery requests in this
matter. The discovery requests were served upon Bradley and/or his prior Counsel
on June 10, 2020 and December 3, 2020.

On November 24, 2020, a hearing was held regarding Bradley’s cooperation
in turning over financials, among other matters. At the hearing, the Court Ordered
that Bradley had until December 1, 2020, to turn over the financial records.

In this matter, Bradley has failed to comply with NRCP § 16.2
even though the Court Rules require his compliance and Bradley was specifically
Ordered by the District Court Judge and Discovery Commissioner to comply.

importance of the discovery in resolving the issues, and
whether the burden or expense of the proposed discovery
outweighs its likely benefit. Information within this
scope of discovery need not be admissible in evidence to
be discoverable.

This matter is a divorce action involving minor children. The claims include
division of assets and debts, alimony, child custody, domestic violence and child
support. As set forth herein, had Bradley complied with NRCP § 16.2, then the
issues really relate to only four (4) Subpoenas: AAA Flooring, Inc.; Allied Flooring
Services; Nevada State Bar; and State of Nevada Board of Examiners for Marriage
& Family Therapists & Clinical Professional Counselors. However, since Bradley
failed to follow the Court Rules and Court Orders, this Motion relates to all
discovery sought by Bradley.

In the Subpoenas to AAA Flooring, Inc. and Allied Flooring Services,
Bradley is seeking the entire employee file related to Emily, and bank statements
showing payments to Emily. The issue is that Bradley does not limit the period of

the request. As such, Emily is seeking pursuant to NRCP § 26 (c)(B) specifying the

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and restricting the bank statements to any specific checks or payments related to
Emily for the same period.

In the Subpoenas to the State Bar of Nevada, Bradley is seeking a complete
copy of the file for Amanda M. Roberts, Esq., State Bar of Nevada No. 9294.
Pursuant to NRCP § 26 (b)(1) the request is not relevant to a claim in this case.
Moreover, Judge Perry has already dismissed the request to hold Amanda M.
Roberts, Esq., in contempt as she is not a Party to the action. There are no pending
issues relevant to Attorney Roberts related to the issues in this matter and the
information is not relevant. As such, pursuant to NRCP § (c)(A) and (D), Bradley
should be forbidden from obtaining discovery regarding Amanda M. Roberts, Esq.,
and inquiring regarding her in this matter. As explained herein, Bradley already has
an open case against Amanda M. Roberts, Esq., and this is not the proper location
for him to seek said information.

Based upon the foregoing, Bradley is not permitted to conduct any discovery

B. Emily’s request for an award of attorney fees and costs should be
granted.

Gate National Bank, 85 Nev. 345, 455 P.2d 31 (1969). In Brunzell the Nevada
Supreme Court set forth the factors, now known as the Brunzell Factors, which the
Court considered “well known basic elements to be considered” when awarded
attorney fees. The Court said each factor should be According the Brunzell
Factors are as follows:

1.  The quality of advocacy;'®

2. The character of the work to be done;!”

3. The work actually performed by the lawyer;'® and
4. The results obtained.

Quality of Advocacy

Emily’s Counsel has been practicing law since 2005 and focuses her practice

area primarily in the area of family law, and she is in good standing with the State

' When considering the quality of the advocacy the Court should look at the attorney’s ability,
training, education, professional standing, and skill.

'7 When considering the character of the work to be done the Court should look at the difficulty,
intricacy, importance, time, skill required, the responsibility imposed, and the character of the

Party when they have a relevancy to the litigation.
18 When considering the work performed the Court should consider the skill, time, and attention

given to the work.
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Bar of Nevada. Emily’s Counsel participated in a weekly radio show geared at the
Clark County community, focused on issues relative to family law.

Yearly, Emily’s Counsel attends continuing legal education classes to stay
abreast of changes in the area of family law. Through a practice primarily in family
law, Emily’s Counsel has drafted countless Motions, argued before the District
Court and Hearing Master on issues related to domestic violence/custody/
divorce/adoption/termination of parental rights, brought and defended individuals at
Trials and Evidentiary Hearings. Additionally, Emily’s Counsel has taken cases on
Appeal to the Supreme Court of Nevada.

Character of Work Done

Due to the fact that Emily’s Counsel practices primarily in the area of family
law, she has regularly dealt with issues involved in violations of terms of Family
Court related Orders, child support enforcement, arrears, and wage assignments.
Emily’s Counsel has spent hours attempting to resolve the issues, preparing
discovery and researching to send Subpoenas.

Work Performed

Emily’s Counsel maintains a billing system and will prepare, in advance of
the hearing in this matter, a billing statement to address the actual attorney fees

extended by Emily relative to the discovery outlined herein, Motion and hearing.

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Emily’s Counsel bills at a rate of at least $350.00 per hour which is a rate on par
with other attorneys practicing primarily in the area of family law.

The Nevada Supreme Court has indicated that the District Court is permitted
to award attorney fees when Nevada law establishes a basis for fees and the
Brunzell factors have been met. Miller v. Wilfong, 121 Nev. 619, 119 P.3d 727
(2005). The initial basis for fees is NRS § 125.040 (c) and subsequently the holding
in Sargeant v. Sargeant, 88 Nev. 223, 495 P.2d 618 (1972), wherein the Nevada
Supreme Court considered a wife’s award of attorney fees. The husband argued the
attorney fees were excessive and should not have been granted from the husband’s
sole and separate property. The Court determined that “[t]he wife must be afforded
her day in court without destroying her financial position. This would imply that
she should be able to meet her adversary in the courtroom on an equal basis.”
Moreover, in this matter, Bradley has historically been the sole financial support for
the family and is clearly the higher income litigant and has the ability to pay the
attorney fees as Ordered. Wright v. Osburn, 114 Nev. 1367, 970 P.2d 1071 (1998).
Specifically, the Nevada Supreme Court indicated that “disparity in income is also a
factor to be considered in awarding attorney fees.”

In Cadle Co. v. Woods & Erickson, LLP, 345 P.3d 1049 (2015), the Nevada
Supreme Court indicated when requesting costs, that the attorney must provide the

necessary statements or invoices to establish that the costs were “reasonable,
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necessary, and actually incurred.” The Supreme Court indicated that something
more than the Affidavit of Counsel was required to establish the costs were
necessary. In this matter, the hard costs related to filing fees required by the

District Court and should be granted, there is no mechanism by which the filing

fees can be avoided in this specific case.

Rule 45
(c) Protection of persons subject to subpoena.

D A party or an attorney responsible for the issuance and service of a subpoena shall
take reasonable steps to avoid imposing undue burden or expense on a person subject to that
subpoena. The court on behalf of which the subpoena was issued shall enforce this duty and
impose upon the party or attorney in breach of this duty an appropriate sanction, which may
include, but is not limited to, lost earnings and a reasonable attorney's fee.

(2)(A) A person commanded to produce and permit inspection and copying of designated
books, papers, documents or tangible things, or inspection of premises need not appear in person
at the place of production or inspection unless commanded to appear for deposition, hearing or
trial.

(B) Subject to paragraph (d)(2) of this rule, a person commanded to produce and permit
inspection and copying may, within 14 days after service of the subpoena or before the time
specified for compliance if such time is less than 14 days after service, serve upon the party or
attorney designated in the subpoena written objection to inspection or copying of any or all of thd
designated materials or of the premises. If objection is made, the party serving the subpoena
shall not be entitled to inspect and copy the materials or inspect the premises except pursuant to
an order of the court by which the subpoena was issued. If objection has been made, the party
serving the subpoena may, upon notice to the person commanded to produce, move at any time
for an order to compel the production. Such an order to compel production shall protect any
person who is not a party or an officer of a party from significant expense resulting from the
inspection and copying commanded.
